Intruduction  

 

In 2011 and 2012 I visited the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia and went on the footsteps of Prophet 

Muhammad Sallaa Allaahu óAlayhe Wa óAlaa Aalehe Wa Sallam. I went to the the historical 

places of the Islamic Heritage of Makkah Al Mukarramah and Al Madeenah Al Munawwarah, Al 

Abwaa-u where the grave of Aamenah bentu Wahb, mother of the Prophet Sallaa Allaahu óAlayhe 

Wa óAlaa Aalehe Wa Sallam is located: when you say Aalehe meaning family she is also included 

and you are making duôaa for her; Badar, where the Battle of Badar took place; the battlefield of 

Uhud; Al Khandaq in Al Madeenah Al Munawwarah; Khaybar, one hundred and seventy one 

kilometers north of Al Madeenah; Waade Al Quraa/Al óUlaa; Madaa-enu Saaleh; Tabook and not 

far from it Madyan the country and people of Prophet Shuôayb; Al Jamoom; Al Hudaybeyah/Al 

Shumayse; Jeôraanah; Hunayn/Al Sharaaeô; Nakhlah Al Yamaaneyah; Rôasu Judôaan; Al Taa-ef; 

Banee Saôd ben Bakar in Al Ddahaaseen and many other places. I wrote a paper on each site I 

visited and included pictures I took of these spots. I sent these papers to family members and 

friends and they liked them. I wrote these papers in my mother tongue, the Somali language. 

My Quraan teacher Eng. Shareef Ahmad Mohammad óUmar Shareef Abo Emaankyo of 

Richmond, Virginia U.S.A., suggested to me that I write these papers in the English language for 

more people would benefit from it. 

This is the first part and it is on The Sacred House of Allaah and Makkah Al Mukarramah. 

I was born in Somalia and was trained as a Veterinary Docotr in Bologna, Italy and graduated in 

July 1970 summa cum laudae. I have ben a civil servant and an international servant. Only the 

book of Allaah is perfect and if you come acrss some errors in this book ask Allaah forgiveness for 

me.

Makkah is located at 280 meters above sea level, settled in 1892 BC, and today is divided into 26 

administrative districts (Daleel al Haajje al musawwar -Illustrated  guide for the pilgrim-by Saaleh 

Muhammad Jamaal, 11th edition 1421/2000, page 91). 

 

The names of Makkah Al Mukarramah  

 

Al Nnawawee said: Makkah has 16 names, and they are:  

 

1. Makkah ϣЫв : The name is taken from ttamakkattu al shay-a, if you extract the thing, get it out, 

eject, because Makkah tamukku al faajera, it ejects the disbelievers, the transgressor; or because 

Makkah tamukku al thunooba, removes and takes away the sins; or for the scarcity of the water in 

Makkah, from the way they say imtaka al faseelu dar'a ummehe ethaa emtassahu, the suckling 

emtaka the breast of his mother, when he sucks it. 

2. Bakkah  ϣЫϠ: Some say it has the same meaning of Makkah. Others say Makkah is the whole 

Haram (Sanctuary) and Bakkah is only the Masjed. Others say Makkah is the name of the town 

and Bakkah is the name of the House (ka'bah). Others say Makkah is the name of the town and 

Bakkah is the name of the House and of the area of the Tawaaf (circumambulation, around the 

House), because of the crowd and of the congestion of people that push (yabukku) each other when 

they perform Tawaaf. 

3. Al Baladu Al Ameenu  еувцϜ ϹЯϡЮϜ:The City of Security. 

4. Al Baladatu  ϢϹЯϡЮϜ:The City. 

5. Ummu Al Quraa   оϽЧЮϜ аϒ:The Mother of the Towns. 

6. Ummu Ruhm    бкϼ аϒ: Mother of the Mercy, because here people have mercy of each other and 

bid others farewell. 

7. Salaahe  ϰыЊ: Righteousness, integrity, piety, for its security. 

8. Al BasataϣЃϡЮϜ  : To destroy to powder, because it breaks and destroys whoever disbelieves in 

it. In 56:5 Allah, Most High, says:  ЃϠ ЬϝϡϯЮϜ ϥЃϠм"Ϝϝ "Wa bussate al jebaalu bassaan: and the 

mountains will be powdered to dust". 

9. Al Nassaasatu :ϥЂϝЃзЮϜ  the one which expels the atheists in it: it expels and exiles them. 

10. Al Naasatu  ЂϝзЮϜϣ ::  : It is said that it means the dry one, because of the scarcity of water in it. 

11. Al Haatematu :  ϣгуГϳЮϜ The destroyer, because it destroys the atheists. 

12. Al Ra-su   ЀϒϽЮϜ: The head, the Leader. 

13. Kubaa  пϡЪ : Makkah has taken this name from a site in it, called Kubaa. 

14. Al 'Arshu  :ЄϽЛЮϜ  The Throne, and/or Al 'Urush , plural of Al 'Areesh, the house. 

15. Al Qaadesatu ϣЂϸϝЧЮϜ The pure. 

16. Al MuqaddasatuϣЂϹЧгЮϜ:  The purified. 
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The first settment of Makkah 

 

The following is a summary of the story as reported by Abdu Al Hameed Joodah Al Ssahhaar in 

his book ñMuhammadun Rasoolu Allaahe Sallaa Allaahu óAkayhe Wa Sallam wa Allatheena 

Maôahu.ò Prophet Ibraaheem, óAlayhyssalaamu, was born in Ur (read oor) in óôIraq. At the 

commaand of Allaah he migrated from óIraaq and settled in Palesrine, in the West Bank of the 

River Jordan (where he is buried, together with his son Ishaaq, his grandson Jacob/Israel, his great 

grand son Yoosuf, his wife Saarraf) in the town of Khaleel. On his way to the West bank he 

travelled throught Syria. When he approched the river Euphrates to cross into Syria, he was seen 

from the watch towers on the Syrian side of the river. The Syrians had permanent watching towers 

on this river, because always hoards of warriors came into their land from the east and brought 

distruction with them. When the guards of these towers saw Ibraaheem and his followers about to 

cross the rivers they shouted to the next observation tower the words ñhaa óabbarooò which means 

ñThey have crossed.ò These second watchmen would shout to the next tower and the news will 

travel from one tower to the next untill it reached the government. The people who crossed that 

river would be called ñôbreyeenò meaning ñthose who have crossedò: that is where the word 

ñHebrewò came from. Ibraaheem crossed the river Euphrates together with his followers and large 

herds of livestock, for Ibraaheem was a very rich man,  and settled down outside of Damascus, the 

longest serving capital of the world today. When the king of Damascus, and his name was Al 

Ssebaaôu ben Sabaa, saw this number of people and livestock he was scared for his power and 

kingdom. The king attacked the camp of Ibraaheem and the Prophet defeated him. The king 

wanted to hand over the city to Ibraaheem who told him that he was not interested in becoming a 

king and made him this proposal: ñif you meet the following three conditions you will still be the 

king of your kingdom: (One) clean your temples and markets of these idols that you worship. 

(Two) That you do not harm Muslims and (Three) That Muslims can live according to their 

religion in this city without being harassed.ò The king was very much impressed and then became 

Muslim and asked Ibraheem to appoint some one else as a king, for he wanted to follow the 

Prophet, and so it was. He followed the Prophet in his migration and became one of his closest 

companion and a one of the leaders of the community. The Prophet on his way to Damascus 

stopped at the location of todayôs city of Halab and there he milked his cows  for the local and 

pagane popolation who then embraced Islam. That location, because of the milking of the cows 

was called ñHalabaò which means ñhe milkedò.  Together with the Prophet came to Damascus the 

son of the king of Babil Namrooth ben Kush, the same one who casted Ibraaheem in the fire. The 

name of this young man was ñDimashqò which is translated as Damascus and he became muslim 

and follower of Ibraaheem, and the city was named after him.  

Years later Allaah Subhaanahu wa Taôaalaa commanded Ibraheem to go to where Makkah is and 

settle there his new born son Esmaaôeel and his Egyptian mother Princess Haajar. Esmaaôeel was 

then only few weeks old.  

Ibraaheem, with the help of an Angel that was showing him the way went to the Valley of Bakkah. 

This valley is surrownded by mountains on all sides like a ring. The flat area of this valley was, 

and still is the area of the Kaôbah and its Masjidu Al Haraamee only.  

Only the area surrounded by the mountains is Makkah Al Mukarramah. The new boroughs that 

have been built lately are not Makkah but have been added to it by the government of the Kingdom 

Saudi Arabia. 

Ibraheem built a óareesh, which is a room built of the branches of trees for his wife and son, left 

with them a bag containing some dates and a leather pouch containing some water and left. Haajar 
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asked him if Allaah commanded him to leave her and her son there and he replied affermatively. 

She was relieved and said to him: ñyou can go now for Allaah will take care of us.ò 

 

The walk between Al Saffaa and Al Marwah mountains 

 

When the water in the pouch was finished her son became thirsty and started to cry. She run and 

climebed the Saffa mountain and looked all the way to the horizon to look for some caravan 

passing by that she could ask for water. She saw nothing. She came down from the Saffaa 

mountain run to the Marwah Mountain climbed on it and saw no caravan. She did that for seven 

times. Allaah honored her actions by making it part of Hajj: that is the Saôye between these two 

mountains. 

 

Zamzam water 

 

While she was on the Mountain of Marwah after seven runs, she heared some sound and said: 

ñSehenò meaning ñShut upò and ñI heard you.ò She came back to her son and found the Zamzam 

water gushing from the ground: Angel Jebreel hit his heel on the ground and the water sprung out 

of it. The wisdom of Jibreel hitting the ground with his heel and not with his wing is this: it means 

the water belongs and is for the offspring of this baby boy Esmaaôeel. In Arabic the heel is called 

óaqab. The offspring is also called óaqab. The most prominent of his offspring is Prophet 

Muhammad Sallaa Allaahu óAlayhe Wa óAlaa Aalehe Wa Sallam. 

 

Jurhum 

 

The caravan of an Arab tribe called Jurham (or Jurhum) coming from Yaman and migrating to 

Shaam saw birds hovering over Makkah. The leader of the caravaan was Mudaad ben Jurjum. He 

said to his men: ñwe know this land inch by inch and there is no water between those mountains 

and the birds live only where there is water.ò He sent a scout to see what was there between those 

mountains. The scout found Haajar and her son and their Zamzam water. He went back to the 

caravan and reported what he saw. Mudaad came to Haajar and this is the dialogue between Haajar 

and Mudaad Al Jurhamee. He said: ñWho owns this water?ò She said: ñI and my son.ò He said: 

ñWho dug it for you?ò She said: ñAllaah made it spring from the ground by His power as you see 

and I have build this pool of stones to keep the water from flowing further! ò He said: ñCan we 

settle down with you?ò She said: ñOn conditions.ò He said: ñWhat are the conditions?ò She said: 

ñFirst. That you thank Allaah Who gushed this water from the ground. Second. That you recognize 

that this water belong to me and my son only. Third. We will give you water in exchange of the 

food you have. Four. That you defend us from whoever tries to get this water from us by force.ò 

He agreed to these conditions and the Jurham tribe settled down in the óAaleyahò, meaning ñhighò 

ground of Makkah Al Mukarramah. It is in this neighbourhood that Prophet Muhammad Sallaa 

Allaahu óAlayhe Wa óAlaa Aalehe Wa Sallam was born, married and lived until he migrated to Al 

Madeenah Al Munawwarah. 

Esmaaôeel married a woman called Al Ssayyedah from this tribe and she gave him twelve sons and 

a girl. All the Arabs of today are the offspring of these twelve sons. Their names are: (1) Naabet, 

his eldest. (2) Qaydar, or Qaydaar. (3) Athbul, or Adbeel. (4) Manshaa. (5) Mesmaô. (6) Maasaa. 

(7) Demmaa. (8) Athar. (9) Teemaa, (10) Yatooraa, (11) Nabesh, (12) Qaythumaa. Their motherôs 

name is Al Sayyedatu bentu Mudaad ben óAmr Al Jurhameyye.  
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His daughterôs name was Nasmah and she married her cousin óAys or Esau, son of Ishaaq ben 

Ibraheem Al Khaleel óAlayhemussalaamum, the twin brother of Jacob. They had together two 

sons: Al Room which is the father of the Romans and Faaris which is the father of the Persians. 

Jurhum was a branch of the tribe of Al óAmaaleqah. Jurham is totally extinct now. 

 

Al óAmaaleeq 

 

Then another caravan of a tribe called óAl óAmaaleeq migrating from Yaman to óIraaq saw the 

birds and sent two men as scouts to see what was going on in the valley between those mountains. 

When the two men came on top of the mountain of Jabalu Aboo Qubays, the same mountain on 

top of which the king of Saudi Arabia built for himself a palace, they saw Haajar, her son, the tribe 

of Jurham and the pool Haajar built to keep the Zamzam water. 

This tribe came also down to Makkah and their King was Al Ssumaydaô ben Qatooraa belonging 

to óAad the people of Prophet Hood óAlayhessalaamu, asked the same questions of Jurham and she 

gave him the same answers she had given to Mudaad. 

Thus Al óAmaaleeq also settled in Makkah Al Mukarramah. They settled in the lower part of 

Makkah ñAl Mesfalahò meaning ñthe lower partò and that is where Ibraaheem Al Khaleel Street is 

today, behind the Intercontinental Hotel facing Al Masjedu Al Haraame. 

óEsmaaôeel first married a woman of this tribe and his father commanded him to divorce her. The 

whole tribe was upset about this divorce and they conveyed their distress to Prophet Ebraaheem 

saying: ñWe have lost our share of the prophethood.ò To please them Ebraaheem married the 

daughter of their leader. 

Ibraaheem is the son of Aazar ben Naahoor ben Saaroogh ben Raaghoo ben Raaôoo ben Faalekh 

ben ôAybar ben Shaalakh ben Arfakh-shath ben Saam ben Prophet Nooh Calyhemussalaamu. 

Ibraaheem married first Saarrah, which means Princess in their Arabic language of that time in the 

town of Ur in ôEraaq, and she is the mother of his son Eshaaq (Isak). Then he married the 

Egyptians Princess Haajar and she is the mother of his son Esmaaôeel. Haajar was the fianceô and 

cousin of the King of Memphi, who was killed in a war with the Farao: todayôs Egypt consisted of 

two kingdoms at that time.The first and only husband of Haajar was Ibraaheem. 

Doktoor Mustafaa Muraad, member of the Education Commisiion of the University of Azhar in 

Cairo Egypt in his book òZawjaatu Al Anbiyaa'iò, published by Daaru Al Fajri lil turaathi in Cairo 

1421A.H./2001AD reports that Ebraaheem after the death of Saarrah married his third wife and her 

name was Qantuooraa bentu Yaqtan Al Kanôaaneyyah. He had with her six boys: (One) Madyan. 

He is the first to settle the town of òMadyanò and Allaah sent to them, later, Prophet Shuôayb 

Calayhessalaamu. Madyan is in the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia today, close to the Gulf of ôAqaba. 

Madyan is about one thousand and fifty kilometers north of Al Makkah Al Mukarramah, thirty 

kilometers from the shore of the Gulf of ôAqabah and not far away from the Jordanian port-city of 

Al ôAqabah. (Two) Zamraan. (Three) Sarju. (Four) Yuqshaan or Luqshaan or Neqshaan. This 

Luqshaan married a woman from Jurham in Makkah and they had a son he named Barbar. This 

Barbar is the father of the Berber people who live in North Africa. Some scholars say that he 

settled also in the port-city of Somalia of Barbara, that was named after him. His motherôs name 

was Righwah. (Five) Nashqu. (Six) The name of his sixth son is not known. After the death of his 

wife Qantooraa'  Ibraaheem married Hajoon bentu Ameen, his fourth wife and they had five son 

together: (One) Kaysaan. (Two) Suuraj. (Three) Ameem. (Four) Lutaan. (Five) Naafes. 

This all was reported also by ibnu Katheer in his ñStories of the Prophetsò. It was also reported by 

Al Suhaylee in his Al Rawdu Al Unuf. 
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Deeds performed in Makkah Al Mukarramah 

 

Al Nnawaee says: ñThe rewards for the Salaats performed in Makkah are increased manifolds. 

Likewise, the rewards for all other Taa'aat (Obedience to Allah in the form of worships) are 

increased manifolds. Increases are in real numbers, as it is reported from the Prophet, Sallaa 

Allaahu 'Alayhe Wa óAlaa Aalehe Wa Sallam, that which means: "Whoever his good deeds are 

more than his bad deeds in number, enters Paradise. And, whoever his bad deeds are more 

than his good deeds in number, enters Hellfire. And , whoever his good deeds equal his bad 

deeds in number, will be of the people of Al A'raaf".  

A group of scholars say: as the rewards for good deeds performed in Al Haram are increased 

manifold, so are the bad deeds done there as well. Among those who said that are Mujaahed, 

Ahmad ben Hanbal. Al Hasan Al Basreyy said: "The reward for one day fasted in Makkah is one 

hundred thousand. The reward for one Dirham given as charity is one hundred thousand, and every 

good deed for one hundred thousand. Therefore, it is recommended to perform plenty of Salaats, 

fasting, charity, reading of the Quran, and all other forms of obedience to Allah in it." 

 

The victory over the Makkaans 

 

Al Nnawawee says: ñThe victory of the Prophet, Sallaa Allaahu' Alayhe Wa óAlaa Aalehe Wa 

Sallam, over the pagan Makkans in the month of Ramadaan of the eighth year of Hejrah- January 

630 CE took place in a peaceful way, and not by force (Math-habu Al Shaafe'ee), and the Prophet, 

Sallaa Allaahu 'Alayhe Wa óAlaa Aalehe Wa Sallam, entered Makkah equipped and ready for war, 

cautious of the transgressions of its people.ò 
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Makkah Al Mukarramah from the top of the mountain Jabalu Al Khandamah and Sheôbu Abee 

Taaleb. You see part of the Masjedu Al Haraamu and the House of birth of Prophet Muhammad 

Sallaa Allaahu óAlayhe Wa óAlaa Aalehe Wa Sallam: the lone white house next to the motorway. 

Hasanwali 1433H/2011CE. 
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Makkah Al Mukarramah: Al Masjedu Al Haraamu with its 9 Minarets and new ones under 

construction. Burju Al Ssaaôah is a hotel and shopping malls, a charity for the Masjid. Xasanwali 

1433H/2011CE.

The Kaôbah: The Sacred House of AllaahϣϡЛЫЮϜ\  
  

The word Kaôbah means ñCubeò for the House of Allaah has the shape of a cube. 

 

The Ka'bah is the first House on earth built for the worship of Allaah:

"Verily the first House (of worship) appointed for mankind was that at Bakkah (Makkah), full  

of blessing, and a guidance for Al 'Aalameena (The mankind and the Jinn)" (3:96) "In it are 

manifest signs (for example) the Maqaam (Place) of Ibraaheem; whosoever enters it, he 

attains security. And Hajj to the House is a duty that mankind owes to Allah, those who can 

afford the expenses (for one's conveyance, provisions and residence); and whoever disbelieves 

(i.e. denies the Hajj to Makkah), then he is a disbeliever of Allah, then Allah stands not in need 

of any of the 'Aalameena" (3:97). 

 

Al Bukhaare and Muslim reported from Aboo Tharr, may Allah be pleased with him, that he said: 

"I asked the Messenger of Allah, Sallaa Allaahu 'Alayhe Wa óAlaa Aalehe Wa Sallam, about the 

first Masjed built in earth. He, Sallaa Allaahu 'Alayhe Wa óAlaa Aalehe Wa Sallam, said:

"Al Masjedu Al Haraamu".  The I said: "Which one was next?" He, Sallaa Allaahu 'Alayhe Wa 

óAlaa Aalehe Wa Sallam, said: "Al Masjedu Al Aq saa" (The furthest Masjed, the one in 

Jerusalem) Then I asked: "What was the time between the two?" He, Sallaa Allaahu 'Alayhe 

Wasallam, said : "Forty years".   

Mubaarakan (Blessed) means: plenty of Khayr, plenty of good. 

Aayaatun Bayyenaatun: these clear signs are the Manaaseku Al Hajj (the rites of the Hajj), and 

the security in Makkah for those who are afraid, the ascension up to the sky of the thrown stones at 

the Jamraat in Mina that has been accepted by Allah, otherwise their sheer number would block 

and close the valley between the two mountains. It is reported from 'Abdu Allaahe Ibnu 'Abbaas, 

may Allah be pleased with both of them, that which means: "The part of thrown stones that are 

accepted are raised up to the sky, and what is not accepted is left there. Otherwise, it would block 

the area between the two mountains". 
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The birds of the Masjedu Al Haraame 

 

Another sign of the Masjedu Al Haraamu is that birds do not fly higher and over the House. Some 

say: birds, like pigeons go on to the Ka'bah when they are ill, and its feathers are falling, looking 

for healing. Then they remain there, immobile like wood, for some time at the garret, or on the 

pillars, and remain there for a long time, still and quiet like pieces of wood, without ever going 

higher than the roof of the House. Then it flies away. Some say that now because of the change of 

its roof, birds fly over it, but only birds of prey. 

 

Healing for the sick  

 

Another sign of Al Masjedu Al Haraamu is that ill people come for healing purposes, and they get 

healed. 

 

The punishments in Makkah Al Mukarramah 

 

Another sign of the Haram is the Hudood (punishment, according to the Sharee'ah for those who 

transgress in the Haram) are implemented in a speedy way, like in other parts of the earth: qesaas 

(retaliation) and other transgressions as well, when  one makes in the Haram what is haraam to do 

in it. 

 

The destruction of the people of the elephant 

 

Another sign is the destruction of the people of the elephant, when they planned to destroy the 

House. 

 

Al Hajaru Al Aswadu/The Black Stone 

 

Another sign of the Masjedu Al Haraamu is the Hajaru Al Aswad (the Black Stone), and its 

preservation through the ages, inspite the enmity to it by many. 

 

The Khushooô of the hearts 

 

Another sign is the greatness of the House in the hearts and the kushoo' when it is seen, and the 

love of the Muslim souls to it, and their desire to stay by it. 

 

Safety for animals 

 

Another sign is that wild animals are left in peace when they enter the Masjedu Al Haraamu.  

 

Floods 

 

Another sign is that floods that happen outside of the Haram, do not come into it, but stop at its 

borders. 
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Punishment for the intender of bad deeds 

 

Another sign is that whoever plans and intends to do a bad deed in it, is punished for his planing, 

as the Prophet, Sallaa Allaahu 'Alayhe Wasallam, said in an authentic Hadeeth about the words of 

Allaah, Most High,

"And whoever inclines to evil actions therein or to do wrong, him we shall cause to taste 

from a painful torment",  (22:25) and said (that which means): "If a man plans and intends to 

do evil actions and wrong in the Masjedu Al Haramu while he is in Aden (Yaman), Allaah, 

'Azza wa Jalla, will make him taste a painful punishment (Torment)".  

The spoils of the Haram are not permitted. It is part of the Elhaad (evil actions and doing wrong) to 

accumulate, hoard and monopolize foodstuff in it with the aim to sell it. 

It is part of this elhaad, as reported from Ibnu 'Abbaas, may Allah be pleased with both of them, 

that a person says, while he is in it: no by Allah, yes by Allah and lying. It is part of elhaad to 

insult the servants, like other persons as well, and committing any other sin, small or large. 

 

The Elhaad of Jurham 

 

 After Naabet ben Esmaaôeel the government of Makkah was made up of the tribe of Jurhum, 

originally from Yaman but now extinct. The tribe of Jurhum were the in-laws of Prophet Ismaa'eel 

the son of Ibraaheem. This tribe was the first to settle in Makkah after Ismaa'eel and his mother 

Haajar. Ismaa'eel built the Ka'bah together with his father Ibraaheem and he was the guardian of 

the House of Allaah. After his death his first born son took the job and the honor of being the 

guarduian of the House of Allaah. His name was Naabet (the forfather of the Nabateans in Syria 

and Petra in Jordan and the ancestor of Quraysh the tribe of Prophet Muhammad Sallaa Allaahu 

'Alayhe Wa Sallam). Before his death he appointed his uncle on his mother side Mudaad ben 'Amr 

Al Jurhamee as his successor as the guardian of the House of Allaah. This tribe of Jurham held this 

high position for about 700 years. At the end of their rule over Makkah they started doing mischief 

in Makkah by steeling the gold that kings, businessmen and pilgrimage dedicated to the House for 

its repair and maintenance and for the sustenance of the poor people who came for Hajj and the 

poor people of Makkah itsaelf as well. This gold was kept in a hole inside the Ka'bah. They also 

imposed taxes on the pilgrimages and on the traders who came in Makkah for business. They 

disrespected the Laws of the Sacred House and of the Sacred Sanctuary of Makkah. They used the 

area around the House as their night club and spent the nights there laughing and reciting poetry. 

Allaah sent ants against them. Billions of ants came down from the mountains surrounding 

Makkah and destroyed men and animals: they would eat the flesh and after they had done their job 

there will be only bones left. After the ants had done what they were ordered to do, Allaah sent 

rain to Makkah and water came down from the sides of the mountains surrounding Makkah. 

Makkah was flooded.

Maqaamu Ibraaheema/The Footprints of IbraaheemбукϜϽϠϖ аϝЧв\  

 

Another sign is Maqaamu Ibraaheema, the foot prints on a stone, and its conservation through the 

ages in spite of its many enemies, and that the stone would go up and lift Ibraheem who was 

standing on it when he was building the House, as soon as the walls he was building would get 

higher and higher; and that Allaah made the stone soft for Ibraaheem and his two feet went into it, 

as if it was clay. These feet print will be there until the Day of Resurrection. 

The footprint is encased in a silver box. Its measurements are: thirty-five times thirty-five 

centimeters. One foot is ten centimeters deep and the other foot nine centimeters. The length of 

each foot is twenty-seven centimeters and the distance between the two fet is one centimeter. The 

prints of the feet are very clear (Daleel al Haajje al musawwar by Saaleh Muhammad Jamaal, page 

99). 

Duôaa for the House and its visitors 

 

Al Imaamu Al Nnawawee says: 

 

The moment he sees the House (the Haajje or the visitor for óUmrah), he raises his hands and says:

Wa zed man sharrafahu wa cath-thamahu memman hajjahu aw eôtamarahu 

tashreefan wa takreeman wa taôtheeman wa berran.ò  

The Hadeeth means: 

"O Allaah, increase to this House the Honor, and make it more honored, greater, higher, and place 

more greatness in the heart of men for it. Increase, to the one who makes it greater, by coming to it 

in Hajj or 'Umrah, leadership and honor, and greatness, and superiority and goodness". Then he 

adds:

"Allaahumma, Anta Al Ssalaamu, wa menka al Ssalaamu, fa hayyenaa, Rabbanaa be al 

Ssalaame" (O Allah, You are Al Salaamu, and peace comes from You, therefore, o our Lord, keep 

us in life in peace). 

Then, he invokes with whatever he wants, of the affairs of this world, and of the Hereafter, and the 

most important of them all is, asking forgiveness. 

The House, may Allah increase its Honor, can be seen long before the Masjed, at a place called 

Ra-su al Radme (its name is Radmu 'Umar ben al Khattaab, may Allaah be pleased with him 

because during his Khelaafah, in the year 17 Hijrah-638 CE- a huge flooding took place there and 

it took a woman called Ummu Nahshal bentu 'Ubeaydah ben al 'Aas ben Umayyah ben 'Abdu 

Shams to lower Makkah and killed her.The floods took, also Maqaamu Ibraaheem -The station of 

Ibraaheem- 'Alayhessalaamu, and brought it to lower Makkah. Then 'Umar came from Al Madinah 

and returned the Maqaamu Ibraaheema to the place it is located now, and he commanded the 

construction of this Radm, which is a small dam that prevents the water of Jabalu La'la' to flood 

into Makkah. This mountain La'la'-which is part of Jabalu Qe'eeqaan, and it is like its nose as the 
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mountain of al Saffaa is for Jabalu abee Qubays- is the one at the side of which Mountain Marwata 

is located. Jabalu aboo Qubays was named after Qubays ben Shaaleh, a man of the tribe of Jurham, 

who spread calumnies and lies between 'Amr ben Mudaad and the daughter of his uncle Mayyata, 

and she vowed that she will never talk to him again. He was very attached to her, so he took an 

oath that he will kill Qubays. Qubays run away from him into this mountain. From that moment 

news about him stopped, therefore he might have died in the mountain or went frequently to it: that 

is why the mountain was named Jabalu Qubays: See Al Rawdu al Unuf by Al Suhaylee vo. 2, page 

20. On top of Jabalu Abee Qubays, towering over Mount Saffaa, are now located the Royal 

Palaces: Daleel al Haajje al musawwar by Saaleh Muhammad Jamaal, page 110. 

As soon as he enters Makkah, and before he rents a hotel room, or changes his clothes, he performs 

Tawaaf, and enters the Al Masjedu al Haraamu through Baabu Banee Shaybah (Gate of Banoo 

Shaybah, which is now Baabu Al Salaamu)(ñbecause this gate faces the door of the Kaôbah and 

its face, and the Black Stone, and the Menbar and Maqaamu Ibraaheema. This is the best side of 

the Kaôbah as was said by Al óEzzu ben óAbdu Al Ssalaamuò. Comment by Ibnu Hajar Al 

Haytamee.) He enters the Masjed first with his right foot, saying:

"A'oothu be Allaahe al 'Atheeme wa be Wajhehe al Kareeme, wa sultaanehe al qadeeme 

mena al shaytaane al rajeeme. Be Esme Allaahe wa al hamdu le Allaahe. Allaahumma Salle 

'alaa Muhammaden wa 'alaa Aale Muhammaden wa Sallam. Allaahumma, eghfer lee 

thunoobee, wa aftah lee abwaaba rahmateka"(I seek refuge in the Great Allah, and in His 

Honorable Face, and His ancient Authority, from the outcast shaytaan. In the Name of Allah and 

all praise is His, Allah. O Allah, make Salaats on Muhammad, and on the Family of Muhammad, 

and greetings. O Allah, forgive to me my sins, and open for me the gates of Your Mercy). 

 

Constructions and renovations of the House 

 

Al Imaame Al Nnawawee said: 

 

The House, may Allah increase her Honor, has been built five times (up tp his times): 

1. The first time by the Angels, or by Adam, "Alayhessalaamu, (About five thousand and five 

hundred years before the birth of Prophet Muhammad, Sallaa Allaahu 'Alayhe Wa óAlaa Aalehe 

Wa Sallam).  

'Abdu Al Razzaaq abd Ibnu Al Jawzeyy reported from Ibnu 'Abbaas, may Allaahu be pleased with 

both of them, that Adam built the House from the stones of five mountains: Jabalu Lubnaan, in 

Lebanon, Tooru Saynaa, in Egypt, Tooru Zayta, Al Joodeyye and Heraa in Makkah. There is no 

consensus on this first contruction. 

2. The second time by Prophet Ibraaheem, Sallaa Allaahu 'Alayhe Wasallam (About three 

thousand and five hundred years before the birth of Prophet Muhammad, Sallaa Allaahu 'Aayhe 

Wa óAlaa Aalehe Wa Sallam). At this time The House had no ceiling and had no roof, but had two 

doors at ground level: people entered from one door and exited from the opposite one. These two 

doors were just two openings and had not doors in them.

ñAnd remember Abraham and Ismaaôeel raised the foundations of the House (with this 

prayer): ñOur Lord! Accept (this service) from us: for You are the All-Hearing, The All-

Knowing(127).ò (translation of óAbdullah Yoosuf óAli) 

 

3. The third time by Quraysh, in the Jaaheleyyah (before Islam). The Messenger of Allaah, Sallaa 

Allaahu 'Alayhe Wa óAlaa Aalehe Wa Sallam, was present at this construction, and used to carry 

stones, together with them, as it is confirmed by an authentic Hadeeth (18 years before Hejrah /605 

CE). 

4. The fourth one is the construction of 'Abdu Allaahe ben Al Zubayr, may Allah be pleased with 

him. 

5. The fifth time is the construction of Al Hajjaaj ben Yoosuf, which is the present House. The 

Ka'bah was like it is today in the times of the Messenger of Allah, Sallaa Allaahu 'Alayhe Wa 

óAlaa Aalehe Wa Sallam.ò 

 

The House was also built by Jurham, then by Al óAmaaleeq, then by Qusayy ben Kelaab ïfourth 

grandfather of the Prophet Sallaa Allaahu óAlayhe Wa óAlaa Aalehe Wa Sallam about two hundred 

years before his birth. 

Then The House was built by Turkish Sultaan Muraad in the year 1040 Hejrah. 

The last construction was done by the King of Saudi Arabia King Fahd ben óAbdu Al óAzeez in 

the year 1417 Hejrah. 

 

Measurements of The House 

 

The House is fourteen meters high. 

 

Its width from Ruknu Al Aswadu (the Pillar of the Black Stone) to the Ruknu Al Shaamee 

(Pillar of Shaam) - the first pillar after the Stone for a person who is making Tawaaf and faces the 

Hejru Ismaa'eel, is twelve meters and cm. 84. It is called Al Ruknu Al Shaamee because it faces Al 

Shaam (Syria). 

Its width between the Ruknu Al Yamaanee (The Yamanee Pillar: it is the third Pillar for a person 

making Tawaaf, and it is called Yamaanee because it faces Yaman, the Land) and Al Ruknu Al 

Gharbee called also Al Ruku Al óIraaqee/The óIraaqee Pillaar since it is facing the country of 

óIraaq (The Western Pillar, which is the second for a person making Tawaaf), is twelve meters and 

cm 11 . 

The width between Al Ruknu Al Yamaanee and the Ruknu Al Aswad (Black Stone) is eleven 

meters and cm.52. 

The width between Al Ruknu Al Shaamee and Al Ruknu Al óIraaqee facing the Hadheem/Hejru 

Esmaaôeel is eleven meters and cm.28. 

 

The interior of The House 

 

Dr. Muhammad Ilyaas óAbdu Al Ghanee says: 
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ñThe Kaôbah has three wooden pillars supporting the roof, each with a diameter of cm.44. The 

pillars stand 2.35 apart and there is a Mehraab directly in front of the door. The Mehraab apperas 

to be in the exact position where Rasoolu Allaahe, Sallaa Allaahu óAlayhe Wa Sallam performed 

Salaat because it is reported  that when Hadhrat óAbdu Allaahe ben óUmar, radeya Allaahu óanhu, 

entered The Kaôbah, he walked straight ahead and standing approximately three armôs lengths 

(m.1.5) from the opposite wall, he performed salaat with his back to the door. He did this because 

Hadarat Bilaal, radeya Allaahu óanhu, informed him that this was where Rasoolu Allaahe Sallaa 

Allaahu óAlayhe Wa óAlaa Aalehe Wa Sallam performed salaat. Of course, salaat may be 

performed anywhere else in the Kaôbah as well. 

On the right hand side of the door is a staircase leading to the roof (of The House). At the entrance 

to the staircase is a door with a curtain. The door is known as ñBaabu Al Tawbahò (the door od 

repentance). The interior walls are covered with solid coloured marble bearing attractive 

inscriptions and engravings. There are also green curtains on the walls and roof on which the 

following is written:

Indeed the first House designated (appointed and set up) for man (as a direction to worship Allaah) 

was the one at Bakkah (Makkah) which is blessed and a guidance for the (people of the) universe 

(3:96). 

 

Verily We see you (O Muhammad Sallaa Allaahu óAlaeyhe Wa óAlaa Aalehe Wa Sallam) 

frequently lifting your gaze towards the sky. We will most assuredly turn you towards a Qiblah 

that pleases you. So turn your face (during salaat) towards the Masjidu Al Haraame (where The 

Kaôbah is situated). (2:144) 

 

The curtain inside The Kaôbah measures m.7.5 and bacause it is inside and therefore protected 

from dust, rain and sunshine, it is changed only every three to five years. The first of these curtains 

was manufactured in the Makkah factory in the year 1403 A.H.  

 

Inside The Kaôbah is also a large trunk in which gifts to The Kaôbah are stored.ò End quotation. 

 

Ibraaheem and his son Esmaaôeel made a big hole inside the Kaôbah as a storage for the gifts and 

gold people would donate to The House. This holeôs name was Al Akhasafa. That hole was one 

and half a meter deep. The trunk inside the Kaôbah today is a replacement of that hole. On that 

hole óAmr ben Luhayy Al Khuzaaôee placed the idol Hubal. 
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When people started steeleng from the treasures of the Kaôbah Allaah Most Hight sent a big black 

snack as its guardian. Whoever came close to the hole the snack would scare him off and send him 

away. 

Ibnu Ishaq reports: ñQuraysh decided to rebuild the Kaôbah when the apostole was thirty-five years 

of age. They were planing to roof it and feared to demolish it, for it was made of loose stones 

above a manôs hight, and they wanted to raise it and roof it because men had stolen part of the 

treasure of the Kaôbah which used to be in a well in the middle of it.ò 

Then he says: ñNow, a snake used to come out of the well in which the sacred offerings were 

thrown and sun itself every day on the wall of the Kaôbah. It was an object of terror because 

whenever anyone came near it it raised its head and made a rustling noise and opened its mouth, so 

that they were terrified of it. While it was thus sunning itself one day, God sent a bird which seized 

it and flew off with it. Thereupon Quraysh said, ñNow we may hope that God is pleased with what 

we propose to do.ò 

End quotation of ibnu Ishaq. 

 

The animal that will talk to men 

 

It is said that the bird threw the snake in Al Hajoon, seven hundred meters from the Masjed Al 

Haraam, where the graveyard of Al Hajoon is located. The ground opened up and swallowed the 

snak. Al Suhaylee in his book ñAl Rawdu Al Unufò reports that: ñMuhammad ben Al Hasan Al 

Muqre narrated that this (snake) is the ñDaabbahò ñThe Animalò that will talk to men before the 

day of judgment.ò End quotation. 

 

The Roof the Kaôbah 

 

Dr. M.I.A. Al Ghani says in his book ñThe History of Makkah Mukarramahò: 

ñThe Kaôbah remained without a roof for a long period of time. It was the Quraysh who first built 

a roof. The Kaôbah presently has both a roof and a ceiling with the floor made of solid white 

marble. The roof has an opening measuring m.1.27xm.1.4 that remains covered with a skylight 

made of tempered glass. This allows natural light to enter. This skylight is removed when The 

Kaôbah is washed and when the Ghilaaf is changed. On these occasions, the opening in the roof 

and the satircase are used to gain access to and from the roof. It should be noted that in 1397 A.H. 

the old wooden staircase was replaced by a circular alluminium staitcase with fifty stairs.ò 

End quotations  

Looking at the Kaôbah 

 

Al Nawawee reported that whoever sits in the Masjedu Al Haraame, should face the House, and 

get close to it, and look at it, believing in it and hoping to be rewarded for this deed, because 

looking at the House is a worship. Hasan Al Basree, in his Resaalah, reports from the Prophet, 

Sallaa Allaahu 'Alayhe Wa óAlaa Aalehe Wa Sallam, that he said, (that which means):

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with the Aameneena (Those who have been granted security)"  (Imaam Ibnu Hajar reports quite a 

number of Hadeeths on this issue) 

 

Salaat inside the Kaôbah 

 

Al Waaqedee reports that during the Farewell Pilgrimage The Messenger of Allaah Sallaa Allaahu 

óAlayhe Wa óAlaa Aalihi Wa Sallam entered The House: ñWhen he Sallaa Allaahu óAlayhe Wa 

Sallam came to the door removed his shoes and entered together with óUthmaan ben Talhah, Bilaal 

and Usaamah ben Zayd and they closed the door behind them and stayed indoor for a long time, 

then they opened it. Ibnu óUmar said: ñI was the first one to get to him and asked Bilaal: ñDid the 

Messenger of Allaah Sallaa Allaahu óAlayhe Wa óAlaa Aalehe Wa Sallam perform salaat in it?ò 

He said: ñYes. Two Rakôahs between the front two pillars!ò There were six pillars inside it.ò  

 

Al Waqedee also reports: ñôAaeshah said: ñThe Messenger of Allaah Sallaa Allaahu óAlayhe Wa 

óAlaa Aalehe Wa Sallam entered my room and he was sad, and I said to him: ñWhat happened to 

you?ò He said:

ñToday I did something I wish I wouldnôt have done. I entered The House, and it is possible that a 

man from my Nation can not enter it and he would feel hot inside his soul for it (i.e. he would 

become unhappy, sad, angry that he could not access The House). We were commanded to 

circumambulate it and were not commanded to enter it.ò 

 

The Wisdom and Mercy of Allaah 

 

The Wisdom and Mercy of Allaah The Most Merciful to this Nation decreed long before that 

moment that Quraysh, when building the Kaôbah, when the Prophet Sallaa Allaahu óAlayhe Wa 

óAlaa Aalehe Wa Sallam was thirty five years old and five years before Islam, did not have enough 

construction material to do so on the foundation of Ibraheem óAlaeyhessalaamu. Therefore they 

left about three meters of the interior of The House out of the new Kaôbah. These three meters (as 

calculated by Dr. Muhammad Ilyaas óAbdu Al Ghani who converted the measurement of that time 

to the metric system in use today) are inside the Hateem or Hejru Esmaaôeel. Every Muslim can 

perform salaats in this space, bacause no key is needed, as you can see from the pictures in this 

book: you will see men and women performing salaat in this area which is part of the interior of it. 

Al Bukhaaree reports: narrated óAaeshah radeya Allaahu óanhaa: ñI asked the Prophet Sallaa 

Allaahu óAlayhe Wa óAlaa Aalehe Wa Sallam whether the round wall near the Kaôbah was part of 

the Kaôbah. The Prophet Sallaa Allaahu óAlayhe  Wa óAlaa Aalehe Wa Sallam replied in the 

affermative. I further said: ñWhat is wrong with them? Why have they not included it in the 

building of the Kaôbah?ò He said:

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ñDonôt you see that your people (Quraysh) ran short of money (so they could not include it 

inside the building of the Kaôbah)?ò  

I asked: ñWhat about its gate? Why is it so high?ò He replied:

ñYour people did this so as to admit into it whomever they liked and prevent whomever they 

 liked. Were your people not close to the Period of Ignorance (i.e. they have recently embraced 

Islaam) and were I not afraid that they would dilike it, surely I would have included the (area 

of the) wall inside the the building of the Kaôbah and I would have lowered its gate to the 

level of the ground.ò (Al Bukhaaree 2:654-O.B.) 

In another Hadeeth of Al Bukhaaree (2:656-O.B.) óAaeshah may Allaah be pleased with her said: 

ñAllaahôs Messenger Sallaa Allaahu óAlayhe Wa óAlaa Aalehe Wa Sallam said to me:

ñWere your people not close to the Period of Ignorance, I would have demolishe the Kaôbah 

and would have rebuilt it on its origin  foundations laid by Ibraaheem (Abraham) (for 

Quraysh had reduced its building), and I would have built its two doors; eastern and western 

door.ò 

 

Dr. M.I.A. Al Ghani: Al Termethee (Hadeeth #876) reports: óAaeshah said: ñWhen I expressed the 

wish to perform salaat within the Kaôbah, Rasuulullaahi Sallaa Allaahu óAlayhe Wa óAlaa Aalehe 

Wa Sallam took me by the hand and led me into the Hejr (Hateem) where he said,

to me whether I perform salaah within the Hateem or inside the Baytullaah.ò (Majmaôuz Zawaaôid 

(Vol.3 pg.247). 

End of quotations. 

 

The House is in the middle of the Masjed 

 

Saaleh Muhammad Jamaal, the late president of the guides (mutawwaf) of the Haajjees from Arab 

States in Makkah says: "It is located in the middle of the Masjed approximately, and it reaches 

fifteen meters in height"; the Black stone is thirty centimeters in diameters. (Daleel al Haajje al 

musawwar by Saaleh Muhammad Jamaal, p. 95, 96).

Salaat around the Kaôbah 

 

Prophet Muhammad Sallaa Allaahu óAlayhe Wa óAlaa Aalehe Wa Sallam used to perform his 

salaats between the Pillar of the Black Stome and the Yamane Pillar, facing north, and the 

congregation behind him, all of them on that side of The House. 

Then, during the Umayyed Dynasty they started performing their salaats on the side of the door, all 

the congregation on that side only. 

Aboo Al Waleed Al Azraqee says this: ñThe first one to organize the Salaat around the Ka'bah and 

behind the Imaam, was Khaaled ibnu 'Abdu Allaahe, when he was the Governor of Makkah, 

during the Khelaafah of 'Abdu Al Malek ben Marwaan (26H-86H/646CE-705CE: see Al-A'lam by 

Al Zerkly 4/165). The reason for this was, that the space behind the Imaam became small for the 

Muslims. Therefore, he made them perform the Salaat around the House. 'Ataa ben Abee Rabaah 

and 'Amr ben Deenaar and others, knowledgeable like them, were watching this, and did not reject 

it. Al Zarkashee reported that the first one to organize Muslims to say their Salaats around and 

facing the House and behind the Imaam was Ameeru Al Mu-meneena 'Abdu Allaahe ben Al 

Zzubayru ben Al 'Awwaamu, may Allaah be pleased with both of them, in his Khelaafah (64H - 

72H). His name is 'Abdu Allaahe ben Al Zzubayru ben Al 'Awwaamu ben Khuwayled ben Asad, 

so Khadeejah bentu Khuwayled, Mother of the Believers and wife of the Prophet, Sallaa Allaahu 

'Alayhe Wa óAlaa Aalehe Wa Sallam, is the aunt of his father Al Zubayr ben Al 'Awwaam, and his 

grandmother, mother of his father is Safeyyatu bentu 'Abdu Al Muttaleb, aunt of the Prophet, 

Sallaa Allaahu 'Alayhe Wa óAlaa Aalehe Wa Sallam and sister of his father, and his mother is 

Asmaa-u bentu Abee Bakar Ibnu Abee Quhaafah Al Seddeequ, and her nickname is Thaatu Al 

Netaaqayne, so that 'Aaeshah, Mother of the Believers and wife of the Prophet, Sallaa Allaahu 

'Alayhe Wa óAlaa Aalehe Wa Sallam is his aunt, sister of his mother. He was the first Muslim born 

in Al Madeenah, after the Hejrah, and the Muslims made a takbeer for his birth, for they were very 

happy that he was born. When he was killed in Makkah, in the middle of the month of Jamaadu Al 

Aakher 73 H, after he was hit between the two eyes by a stone coming from the direction of Jabalu 

Al Saffaa and when he came down, was killed by those surrounding Makkah and fighting him led 

by Al Hajjaaj. Those who killed him made a takbeer, and when he heard the Takbeer, 'Abdu 

Allaahe ben 'Umar ben Al Khattaab said: Those who made Takbeer on him, the day he was born 

are better - khayrun - than those who made Takbeer on him, the day he was killed. See Usud Al 

Ghaabah by Ibnu Atheer, 2/597) 
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The House of Allaah, between the Black Stone, in the pillar on your right, and the Yamane pillar, 

on the pillar on your left : between these two pillars the Prophet Sallaa Allaahu óAlayhe Wa óAlaa 

Aalehe Wa Sallam used to perform his salaats. Hasanwali 1433A.H./2011CE. 
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The House: The Frontsaide/doorside/Multazam-side and the Maqaamu Ibraaheema.  

Hasanwali 1433H/2011CE. 
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The House: the side of the Hateem. On your right hand side is the ñAl Ruknu Al

Dr. M.I.A. Al Ghani in his book ñThe History of Makkah Mukarramahò writes: 

ñWhen Hadrat Ibraaheem óAlayhyssalaamu built The Kaôbah, the entrances of The Kaôbah were 

on ground level. People entered from the eastern entrance and exited through the western entrance. 

There was of course nothing with which the entrances could be closed until the Yemeni king Asôd 

Abu Dawood Tubba III installed a single door that could be shut and opened when necessary. 

When the Quraysh rebuit The Kaôbah, they sealed of the western door entrance and raised the 

eastern entrance above the ground. At this entrance, they installed a double door. 

Hadrat Aaôisha, radeya Allaahu óanhaa, once asked Rasulullaah Sallaa Allaahu óAlayhe Wa óAlaa 

Aalehe Wa Sallam what reason the Quraysh had for raising the door above the ground. Rasulullaah 

replied:

 ñYour people did it so that they could permit into The Kaôbah those people whom they 

approved of and could prevent those whom they pleased. Had your people not been recently 

removed from ignorance and had I not feared that they would be averse to change, I would 

have included the Hateem within The Kaôbah and brought the door level with the ground.ò 
(Al Bukhaaree Hadeeth #1584) 

 

Another narration states that Rasulullaahi Sallaa Allaahu óAlayhe a óAlaa Aalehe Wa Sallam said:

 ñI would have brought the door level with the ground and made two doors, one on the east 

and another on the west so that the building could stand as it did on the foundations of 

Ibraheem óAlayhessalaamu.ò (Al Bukhaaree Hadeeth #1586).ò 

The author mentiones also that the door of The House and the door inside the Kaôbah of ñBaabu Al 

Tawbahò are made of solid gold totaling Kg. 280. 

End of quotations. 

 

The door of The House is located two meters and cm.25 above the ground. 

 

Allaah accepts the prayers of whoever asks Him while holding unto the threshold of The Door of 

His House. 

 

The first gold plated door of The House 

 

The first metallic door of The House was installed by óAbdu Al Muttaleb ben Haashem ben óAbde 

Manaaf the grandfather of Prophet Muhammad Sallaa Allaahu óAlayhe Wa óAlaa Aalehe Wa 

Sallam, and plated the metal with gold: that was the first golden door of The House. óAbdu Al 
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Muttaleb while digging the waterwell of Zamzam found two gazzelles made of gold buried there 

by the last Jurham ruler of Makkah óAmr ben Haareth ben Mudaad Al Jurhamee, while he was 

leaving Makkah Al Mukarramah after being militarily defeated by the tribes of Khuzaaôah and 

Kenaanah. He buried in the Zamzam water well also swords and metallic body armours. That is 

how the location of the Zamzam well was lost for thousands of years, untill óAbdu Al Muttaleb, 

while asleep in the Hejru Esmaaôeel was commanded to dig it and was shown its location. He and 

the rest of Quraysh disagreed on who the owner of that gold would be and he proposed that a lot 

should be cast between The House, himself and Quraysh. The lot of the House came up. 

 

Narrated ibnu Ishaq: ñAs digging went further he found the gazzelles of gold which Jurhum had 

buried there when they left Mecca. He also found some swords and coats of mail from Qalôa (a 

mountain in Syria). Quraysh claimed that they had a right to share in this find. óAbdu Al Muttaleb 

denied this, but was willing to submit the matter to the sacred lot. He said that he would make two 

arrows for tha Kaôbah, two for them, and two for himself. The two arrow which came out from the 

quiver would determine to whom the property belonged. This was agreed, and accordingly he 

made two yellow for the Kaôbah, two black ones for himself, and two white ones for Quraysh. 

They were then given to the priest in charge of the divinatory arrows, which were thrown beside 

Hubal (the idol: Hasanwali)(Hubal was an image-statute- in the middle of the Kaôbah, indeed the 

greatest of their images)(Hubal is the Arabic form of Apollo the idol they used to worship in the 

Roman and Greek empires and was brought in Makkah from Egypt by óAmr ben Luhayy Al 

Khuzaaôee who was the ruler of Makkah three hundred years before Islam and the Prophet Sallaa 

Allaahu óAlayhe Wa óAlaa Aalehe Wa Sallam saw hin in Hellfire dragging his face on the fire and 

his legs up, in the night of asencion: only these three hundred years were polytheism in Makkah, 

for before that they were on the Shareeôah of Esmaaôeel and Ibraaheem óAlayhemussalaamu. 

When the Prophet Sallaa Allaahu óAlayhe Wa óAlaa Aalehe Wa Sallam  told his companions in 

Makkah that he saw óAmr ben Luhayy Al Khuzaaôee dragging his face on the Fire, they said: ñhow 

can a man walk on his face?ò He Sallaa Allaahu óAlayhe Wa óAlaa Aalehe Wa Sallam replied: 

ñThe One who made him walk on his feet made him walk on his faceò or words to that effect). 

óAbdu Al Muttaleb began to pray to God, and when the priest threw the arrows the two yellow 

ones for the gazzelles came out in favour of the Kaôbah. The two black ones allotted the swords 

and coats of mail to óAbdu Al Muttaleb, and the two arrows of Quraysh remained behind. 

óAbdu Al Muttaleb made the swords into a door for the Kaôbah and overlaid the door with the gold 

of the gazzelles.  

This was the first golden ornament of the Kaôbah, at any rate so they allege. 

Then óAbdu Al Muttaleb took charge of the supply of Zamzam water to the pilgrims.ò 

End quotation of ibnu Ishaq. 
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The door of The House and Muslims holding unto its threshold asking their Lord.

Dr óAbdu Al Ghani reports: ñThe Key of the door of The House is forty centimeters long. It is kept 

in a silken bag that has pure gold decorations. It is also changed every year and prepared in the 

same factory that makes the Ghilaaf (The Kiswah of Tha Kaôbah). One side of the bag bears an 

inscription of the verse:

It is Aayah (58) of Suratu Al Nisaaô and means: 

ñAllaah does command you to render back your Trusts to those to whom they are due; and 

when you judge between people that you judge with justice: verily how excellent is the 

teaching which He gives you! For Allaah is He Who heareth and sees all things.ò 

 

The reason for the revelation is this Aayah is the following: 

 

Naarrated Ibnu Ishaq (translation of A. Guillame)(This happens on the Day of The Victory of 

Makkah): ñThen the Apostole sat in the mosque and óAli came to him with the key of the Kaôbah 

in his hand asking him to grant his family the right of guarding the temple as well as the watering 

of the pilgrim, but the Apostole called for óUthmaan ben Talhah and said:

The Hadeeth means: 

 

ñhere is your key o óUthmaan; today is a day of good faith.ò 

 

 

On the day of the Conquest of Makkah, the Messenger of Allaah Sallaa Allaahu óAlayhe Wa óAlaa 

Aalehe Wa Sallam came to the Kaôbah and touched the Black Stone with his Stick (mehjan) while 

on his camel and made Takbeer and the Muslims made Takbeer after him. They repeated the 

Takbeer and Makkah shook from their Takbeers. They continued to make Takbeers while the 

Messenger of Allaah Sallaa Allaahu óAlayhe Wa óAlaa Aalehe Wa Sallam was indicating to them 

to stop and be quite. While this was happening inside the Masjed the disbelievers were on the 

mountains looking at them. Then the Messenger of Allaah Sallaa Allaahu óAlayhe Wa óAlaa 

Aalehe Wa Sallam circumambulated the House while riding on his camel and Muhammad ben 

Maslamah was holding unto its rains. There were 360 idols around the Kaôbah kept in place by led. 

Hubal was the biggest of them all and was facing the door of the Kaôbah. Esaaf and Naaôelah were 

on the spot where they (polytheist Quraysh) used to slaughter and sacrifice animals to their idols. 

Each time the Messenger of Allaah Sallaa Allaahu óAlayhe Wa Sallam passed by one of these 

idols he would point the stick he was holding in his hand and would say:

Narrated Ibnu óAbbaas: ñThe Messenger of Allaah Sallaa Allaahu óAlayhe Wa óAlaa Aalehe Wa 

Sallam would do no more than point the stick to the idol and it would fall down face first, and he 

went around the Kaôbah seven times, touching each time his stick with the Black Stoneéò 

Narrated ibnu Ishaq: ñA traditionalist told me that the spostole stood at the door of the Kaôbah and 

said:

The Hadeeth means: 

 

ñThere is no god but Allaah Alone, He has no associate. He has made good His promise and 

helped His servant. He has put to fight the confederates alone. Every claim of privelege or 

blood or property are abolished by me except the custody of The House (that is the keeper of 

the key) and the watering of the pilgrims (that is Zamzam).ò 

 

Narrayed Al Waaqedee in his book ñKetaab Al Maghaazeeò in the chapter of the ñVictory over 

Makkahò: 

ñThen the Messenger of Allaah Sallaa Allaahu óAlayhe Wa óAlaa Aalehe Wa Sallam sat down in 

the Masjed, the people sitting around him and then he sent Bilaal to óUthmaan ben Talhah to get 

the key of the Kaôbah from him. Bilaal came to óUthmaan and told him: ñThe Messenger of Allaah 

Sallaa Allaahu óAlayhe Wa óAlaa Aalehe Wa Sallam is asking you to bring him the key of the 

Kaôbah.ò óUthmaan said: ñcertainly!ò óUthmaan went to his mother, and she is the daughter of 

Shaybah, and Bilaal went back to the Messenger of Allaah Sallaa Allaahu óAlayhe Wa óAlaa 

Aalehe Wa Sallam informing him that óUthmaan said yes. óUthmaan went to his mother and she 

had the key in that day and said to her: ñO mother give the key, because the Messenger of Allaah 

Sallaa Allaahu óAlayhe Wa óAlaa Aalehe Wa Sallam sent someone to me for me to bring him the 

key.ò His mother said: ñI ask Allaah to protect you from being the one in whose hands the 

superiority of his tribe will be lost forever.ò He said: ñBy Allaah either you will give it to me or 

someone else will come and will take it from you.ò She slided her hand inside her skirt and said: 

ñwho is the man who will pu his hand inside here?ò While they in that situation and he is talking to 

her, she heared the voice of Abuu Bakr and óUmar inside the house, and óUmar was raising his 

voice when he saw how slow óUthmaan was in bringing the key saying: ñO óUthmaan come to 

me!ò Then his mother said: ñMy son take the key, for I prefer that you take it from me than a man 

of Banee Taym (Abuu Bakr) or a man from Banee óAdeyye (óUmar).ò 

So óUthmaan brought the key to the Messenger of Allaah Sallaa Allaahu óAlayhe Wa Sallam and 

handed it to him. When the key was in the hand of the Messenger of Allaah Sallaa Allaahu 

óAlayhe Wa Sallam, (his uncle) Al óAbbaasu ben óAbdu Al Muttaleb stretched his hand and said: 

ñO Prophet of Allaah, I ransome you with my father and mother, give us the key so we own both  

the Al Hejaabah (The key of The House and its services) and the Seqaayah (the watering of 

Zamzam to the Haajjees). 

The Messenger of Allaah Sallaa Allaahu óAlayhe Wa óAlaa Aalehe Wa Sallam replied:

Narrated Barrah bintu Abee Tijraah: ñI was looking at the Messenger of Allaah Sallaa Allaahu 

óAlayhe Wa óAlaa Aalehe Wa Sallam when he came out of The House, stood at the door and then 

came down while holding the key in his hand, then he moved to a place of the Masjed and sat 

down. The Messenger of Allaah Sallaa Allaahu óAlayhe Wa óAlaa Aalehe Wa Sallam had earlier 

taken the Seqaayah from Al óAbbaas and the key from óUthmaan. After he sat down Sallaa 

Allaahu óAlayhe Wa óAlaa Aalehe Wa Sallam said:

After the death of óUthmaan the key went to his brother and it will be with their children until the 

Day of Judgement. 

In this Hadeeth is also a glad tiding for óUthmaan ben Talhah: it means that his male offspring will 

be there until the Day of Judgemenet and that they will be Muslims!!! 

Al Baghawee in the tafseer of this Aayah of Suuratu Al Nisaaô reports that the Prophet Sallaa 

Allaahu óAlayhe Wa óAlaa Aalehe Wa Sallam, while giving the key of The House to óUthmaan 

ben Talhah also said:

The keeper of the  key today 

 

The key of the House of Allaah is in the hands of Banee Shaybah, the family of óUthmaan ben 

Talhah, the man who got it from the Messenger of Allaah Sallaa Allaahu óAlayhe Wa Sallam. 

During the centuries until today when kings and dignitaries want to enter the House they ask this 

family to open the door for them. No king had ever had the key in his possession! Whoever does 

that is a wrong doer, a thaalem as the Prophet Sallaa Allaahu óAlayhe Wa Sallam called him. 

 

How óUthmaan ben Talhah got the key of The House in the first place? 

 

Qusayy ben Kelaab ben Murrah ben Kaôb ben Lu-ayy ben Ghaaleb ben Fehr (Who is the man 

called also Quraysh) is the fourth grandfather of Prophet Muhammad Sallaa Allaahu óAlayhe Wa 

óAlaa Aalehe Wa Sallam and was the leader of Makkah Al Mukarramah. Qusayy lived two 

hundred years before the birth of the Prophet Sallaa Allaahu óAlayhe Wa óAlaa Aalehe Wa Sallam. 
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Qusayy had four sons: (One) óAbdu Manaaf, father of Haashem and third grandfather of the 

Prophet Sallaa Allaahu óAlayhe Wa óAlaa Aalehe Wa Sallam. (Two) óAbdu Al Ddaar. (Three) 

óAbdu Al óUzzaa. (Four) óAbde. 

óAbdu Manaaf became a leader in his own right and gained the highest social status and political 

leadership during the lifetime of his father Qusayy. óAbu Al óUzzaa and óAbdi became respected 

leaders as well during the life time of their father Qusayy. óAbdu Al Ddaar, who was his first born 

son did not achieve these social status and political positions in the community. Qusayy said to his 

son óAbdu Al Ddaar: ñBy Allaah my son I will make you catch up with your brothers, for I will 

give you the key of The House and they will not enter unless you open the door for them. Quraysh 

will not be able to declare war without you for I will give you ñThe Flag of Warò and it will be in 

your hands (That is why Musôab ben óUmayr may Allaah be pleased with him was carrying the 

Flag of the Prophet Sallaa Allaahu óAlayhe Wa óAlaa Aalehe Wa Sallam on the Day of Uhud 

where he was killed as a martyr. The Flags of the polytheist on that day were also carried by men 

of óAbdu Al Ddaar and all of them were killed. Narrated Ibnu Ishaaq: ñAbuu Sufyaan said to the 

standard bearer of Quraysh on that day inciting them to battle: ñO Banoo óAbdu Al Ddaar, you had 

charge of our flag on the day of Badr-you saw what happened. Men are dependent on the fortunes 

of their flags, so either you must guard our standard efficiently or you must leave it to us and we 

will save you the trouble (of defending) it.ò They pondered over the matter and threatened him 

saying: ñAre we to surrender our flag to you? You will se tomorrow how we shall act when battle 

is joined.ò). No one will drink water in Makkah but by your Seqaayah for I will give you the 

Seqaayah. In the Hajj season every one will eat your food for I will give you the Refaadah (feeding 

of the Haajjees). Quraysh will meet no where else and take no decisions but in your house for I 

give you Daaru Al Nadwah (which was Qusayy residence and the meeting place of the governing 

body of Quraysh). 

óUthmaan ben Talhah was of the tribe of Banee óAbdu Al Ddaare and of this family, and that is 

how he came in the possession of the key of The House. 

 

The two best jobs for mankind 

 

The two best jobs in the world that a man can have are (One) To be a Messenger of Allaah, where 

he is employed by Allaah to deliver his Message. 

(Two) Th keeper of the key of The House of Allaah. His employer is Allaah Most High. 
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Al Hajaru Al Aswadu/The Black StoneϸнЂцϜ ϽϯϳЮϜ\  
 

Al Nnawawee said: ñAnother sign of the Masjedu Al Haraamu is the Hajaru Al Aswad (the Black 

Stone), and its preservation through the ages, inspite the enmity to it by many.ò 

 

Dr. M.I.A. Al Ghani says: 

ñThis stone is situated on the southern part of the Kaôbah and lays one meter and one centimeter 

above the ground. Its dimensions are twenty five centimeters by seventeen centimeters. Whereas 

the Hajar Aswad was a complete stone (one piece), only parts of the stone are fixed to the wall of 

the Kaôbah, because it was broken during the Quraamata (The Quraamata were a sect belonging to 

the Esmaaôeele Shiôah and are followers of Aboo Taaher Qarmati. In the year 319 A.H. they 

managed to remove the Hajar Aswad from its place and took it to Ihsaa ïtodays Eastern Province 

of the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia with a large Shiôah population untill today. It included also 

Bahrain, the United Aarab Emirates, Qatar and Kuwat -. It stayed there for twenty years until it 

was restored to its present location in the year 339 A.H. Refer to Al Milal wa Nahl (Vol. 2 page 

29) and Shifaa-u Al Ghiram (Vol. I, page 193) and other incidents. It now consists of eight pieces 

of varying sizes, with the largest being the size of a date. The pieces are fixed to a large stone and 

then encased in a silver frame.ò End quotation. 

 
The color of the Black Stone 

 
Dr. A. Al Ghani says: ñRasoolu Allaahe said,

ñThe Hajar Aswad came from Jannah and was whiter than milk. It is the sins of mankind 

that had blackened it.ò (Al Tarmethee Hadeeth #877). 

Certain narrations tell us that the inner portion of the Hajar Aswad was still white. Hadhrat 

Mujaahid radeya Allaahu óanhu says that he saw the Hajar Aswad when the Kaôbah was rebuilt 

during the time of Hadhrat Abdullaahi bin Zubayr radeya Allaahu óanhu. He adds that the part of 

the Hajar Aswad that was embedded in the wall of the Kaôbah was still white. It is therefore 

evident that the sins of mankind affected only the exposed portion of the Hajar Aswad. Because 

this portion is black in colour, the stone has been called Hajar Aswad i.e. the Black Stone. 

Hadhrat Ibn Zaheerah radeya Allaahu óanhu says, ñWhen the effect of sins can blacken a stone, 

how much damage would it do to the heart? One should therefore avoid all sins.ò (Al Jaamiôu 

Lateef page 23). 

 

The virtues of the Hajar Aswad 

 

The Hajar Aswad was brought from Jannah and presented to Hadhrat Ibraheem óAlayhessalaamu 

to be placed on the corner of the Kaôbah. When the Quraysh reconstructed the Kaôbah, it replaced 

by the blessed hand of Rasuulullaah Sallaa llaahu óAlayhe Wa óAlaa Aalehe Wa Sallam. 

Duôaas are accepted at the Hajar Aswad and on the Dayd of Qiyaamah it will testify in favour of 

all those who kissed it. Rasuulullaah Sallaa Allaahu óAlayhe Wa óAlaa Aalehe Wa Sallam said:

End quotations from Dr. M.I. A. Al Ghani: his own translation. 

 

Al Nnawawee says that the Haajje during the Tawaaf should kiss or put his hand on the Black 

Stone: 

 

ñTouching with one's hands and kissing of the Al Hajaru Al Aswadu (Black Stone), and putting 

one's face on it, as done by the Prophet, Sallaa Allaahu 'Alayhe Wa óAlaa Aalehe Wa Sallam is 

Sunnah. Likewise, he touches, with his hands, Al  Ruknu Al Yamaanee, but does not kiss it, but 

kisses his hand that he touched it with.  

The Haajjee will not touch the other two Rukns, the two Ruknaane Al Shaameyyaane, because 

they are not of the foundation of Ibraaheem, 'Alayhessalaamu, contrary to the other two pillars of 

Al Ruknu Al Aswadu and the Al Ruknu Al Yamaanee. This is so because when Quraysh built the 

House, before Islam (605 CE) in the way it is today, they diminished the breadth of the wall, when 

it was raised and became high, for they had not enough halaal money to invest in the construction 

of the House (for they decided to invest only money made in a halaal manner), and they left on the 

side of these two pillars, some of the House, and they moved the two pillars back from where they 

were on the foundation of Ibraaheem, on our Prophet and on him the best Salaats and Salaams. 

They made, for the part that they left out of the House, and what was added to it, a short wall 

(indicating that it is part of The House), and that is what is called Al Hejru . Therefore, these two 

pillars, although they are not on the exact place of the foundation of where the pillars of Ibraaheem 

were placed, they are on the foundation of the House. 

If there is a big crowd around the House, and the Hajjee can not touch and kiss the Black Stone, he 

raises his hands towards it, and then kisses his hands. For women, it is not recommended that they 

touch the Black Stone with their hands, and kiss it, but only during the night, when there is less 

crowd 

 

Al Ameenu: The Trustworthy 

 

The mountain ñJabalu Abee Qubaysò on top of which is built a house for the king of Saudi Arabia, 

next to the Saffa Mountain, was called before Islam ñAl Ameenuò meaning the Trustworthy or the 

Trusted One. This was so because when Al Hajaru Al Aswadu was brought down from paradise to 

Makkah Al Mukarramah it was deposited in a cave of this mountain, as reported also by Al 

Bukhaaree (Hadeeth # 3231).  Narrated óAbdu Allaahi ben óAmr ben óAas may Allaah be pleased 

with him: ñThe Black Stone came down from the Sky and it was placed on top of Aboo Qubays. It 

was a white crystal. It was there for forty years. Then when Ibraaheem built the Pillar (of the 

Kaôbah) it was placed therein.ò

óA. Al Ghani: ñThis corner of the Kaôbah is called the Rukn Yamaani because it is situated 

on the side of the Kaôbah which faces the land of Yemen. The Rukn Yamaani is on the wall 

opposite to that of the Hajar Aswad. Because this corner is still standing on the foundation 

that Hadhrat Ibraheem óAlayhessalaamu built, the narration of Hadhrat Abdullaahi bin 

óAbbaas radya Allaahu óanhumaa states that Rasuulullaah Sallaa Allaahu óAlayhe Wa 

óAlaa Aalehe Wa Sallam ñistalamaò refers to touching the corner whether this is done by 

hand or by kissing (Al Termethee, Hadeeth #858). However, because Rasuulullaah Sallaa 

Allaahu óAlayhe Wa óAlaa Aalehe Wa Sallam touched the Rukn Yamaani by hand, this 

practice is Sunnah.ò 

He further says: ñHadhrat Abdullaah bin Umar radeya Allaahu óanhumaa reports that he 

heared Rasuulullaah Sallaa Allaahu óAlayhe Wa óAlaa Aalehe Wa Sallam say that istilaam 

of the Hajar Aswad and the Rukn Yamaani atones for sins.ò 

 

He further says: ñHadhrat Muhaahid radeya Allaahu óanhu says, ñDuôaas made while 

placing the hand on the Rukn Yamaani are accepted.ò 

 
The House: Al Ruknu Al Yamaanee/The Yamane Pillar. Hasanwali 1433H/2011CE.

Al Meezaabu/The GarretϞϜϿугЮϜ\  
 

Al Meezaabu is the Garret of The House that drains the rainwater from the roof of the Kaôbah into 

the Hateem.  

Dr. óA. Al Ghani reports: ñThe Quraysh were the first to construct a roof  on the Kaôbah and 

therefore the first to attach this downpipe. Before their construction, there was neither a roof nor a 

downpipe. Some saints have mentioned that duôaas are accepted beneth the Mizab.ò 

The front of the Mizab bears the inscription: 

Besmi Allaahi Al Rrahmaane Al Rraheeme. Yaa Allaah 

The entire downpipe is gold plated. Its total length is two meters and fifty three centimeters.ò End 

quotation. 

 
Al Meezaabu: the garret of The House. Hasanwali 1432H/2011CE 
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Al Multaza m аϿϧЯгЮϜ\  
 

Al Multazam is the small area between The Black Stone and the door of The House.  

Dr. M.I.A. Al Ghani reports: ñThe area between tha Hajar Aswad and the door of the Kaôbah is 

called the Multazam. It is an area of approximately two meters. 

Hadhrat Abdullaah bin Abbaas radeya Allaahu óanhumaa has stated, ñThe Multazam is the area 

between The Rokn (Hajar Aswad)(and) the door.ò (Abdur Razzaq ï Hadeeth #904). 

Hadhrat Mujaahid radeya Allaahu óanhu says, ñThe area between the Hajar Aswad corner and the 

door is the Multazam.ò (Akhbaar Makkah by Faakihi ï Hadeeth #217). 

The Multazam is an area where duôaas are accepted. It is Sunnah to hold on to the wall of the Kaôb 

in such a manner that the cheek, chest and hands are against the wall. It is reported that Hadhrat 

Abdullaah bin Umar radeya Allaahu óanhumaa once completed the Tawaaf, performed the salaah 

and then kissed the Hajar Aswad. Thereafter, he stood between the Hajar Aswad and the door of 

the Kaôbah in such a manner that his cheek, chest and hands were against the wall. He then said: 

ñThis is how I saw Rasuulullaah Sallaa Allaahu óAlayhe Wa óAlaa Aalehe Wa Sallam do.ò (Ibnu 

Maajah ï Hadeeth #2962). 

 

Hadhrat Abu Zubayr radeya Allaahu óAnhu says that he saw Hadhrat Abdullaah bin óUmar radeya 

Allaahu óanhumaa, Hadhrat Abdullaah bin Abbaas radeya Allaahu óanhumaa and Hadhrat 

Abdullaah bin Zubayr radeya Allaahu óanhumaa clinging on to the Mutazam. 

 

Hadhrat Abdullaah bin Abbaas radeya Allaahu óanhumaa says, ñThe signs of acceptance for any 

duôaa made between the Hajar Aswad and the door of the Kaôbah will certainly bee seen.ò 

(Akhbaar Makkah by Faakihi ïHadeeth #23). 

 

Hadhrat Mujaahid radeya Allaahu óanhu says, ñThe area between the Hajar Aswad and the door is 

called Multazam. Allaah will grant a person whatever he asks for there and save him from 

whatever he seeks refuge from  there.ò (Akhbaar Makkah by Faakihi ïHadeeth #238). 

 

The word Al Multazam comes from lazema which means to stick to, to remain: where people 

remain for some time.  
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The House: Al Multazam is where the police officer is standing, between the Black Stone, under 

his nose, and the door of The House to his back. The women in this picture are in line to kiss the 

Black Stone, some of them are attached to the Multazam and some are holding unto the threshold 

of the door. There are also men holding to the threshold. Hasanwali 1433H/2011CE. 
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Al ShaatharwaanuдϜмϽДϝЇЮϜ\  
 

Al Azraqeyyu says in his book on the history of Makkah, that "the height of the Al Shaatharwaanu 

is sixteen fingers, and is one cubit wide, and the cubit is of twenty-four fingers wide". End 

quotation. (It is "the footing", "The lip", or "The ledge", a large and high ñbaseport moldingò and 

Allaah knows best) 

 

Dr. M.I.A. Al Ghani says: ñThis is the bottom of the Kaôbah walls that jut out from the rest of the 

wall at the Mataaf. The corresponding area within the Hateem where people cling on the Kaôbah 

and make duôaa is not regarded as the Shaadharwaan but forms part of the Kaôbah. The 

Shaadharwaan forms type of a ledge that is approximately 13 cm high and 45 cm wide. 

A narration states that Hadhrad Abdullaah bin Zubayr radeya Allaahu óanhumaa had the 

Shaadharwaan built so that water does not seep into the Kaôbah foundation. 

The Shaadharwaan is coated with very durable marble of the highest quality and the brass rings 

fixed to it number 55 (43+12).ò End of quotation. (The Keswah/Cloth of The House is tied to these 

metallic rings).

The shade of the Kaôbah is the best shade in the world, since it is the shade of the best house on 

earth, The House of Allaah. The leaders of Makkah used to sit, rest and sleep in the Hateem in the 

shade of The House. The Messenger of Allaah Sallaa Allaahu óAlayhe Wa óAlaa Aalehe Wa 

Sallam used to sleep in the shade of The House. Al Bukhaaree, ibnu Ishaq and others report that 

Khubbaab ben Al Arat said: ñWe once approached the Messenger of Allaah Sallaa Allaahu 

óAlayhe Wa óAlaa Aalehe Wa Sallam with a difficulty and found him sitting in the shade of the 

Kaôbah, leaning on his shawl.ò (Al Bukhaaree Hadeeth # 6943 Ketaabu Al Ekraahe). 

 

Dr. A. Al Ghani reports: ñMuhammad bin Suqa narrates that they were once sitting with Hadghrat 

Saôeed bin Jubayr radeya Allaahu óanhu in the shade of the Kaôbah when he said: ñAt this moment, 

you people are sitting in the best and most blessed shade on earth.ò (Akhbaaru Makkah by Al 

Faakehee ï Hadeeth #679). 

 
The shade of the Kaôbah in the Hateem. Here used the Prophet Sallaa Allaahu óAlaeyhe Wa óAlaa 

Aalehe Wa Sallam sit and sleep some times. óAbdu Al Muttaleb was sleeping here when he was 

told to dig Zamzam. Hasanwali 1433H/2011CE. 
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The Shade of The House. Hasanwali 1433H/2011CE. 
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Al Keswah/The cloth of The HouseϢнЃЫЮϜ\  
 

Al Keswah is the cloth of the Kaôbah. The House is clothed with a new Keswah on the ninth day of 

the month of Thoo Al Hejjah of each year, which is the Day of óArafaat during the season of Hajj. 

On that day the keswah is rolled up to the mid section of The House. Then the Keswah is rolled 

down on the whole Kaôbah on the tenth day which is the óEed Day. 

 

The Keswah of Rasoolu Allaahe Sallaa Allaahu óAlayhe Wa óAlaa Aalehe Wa Sallam 

 

Al Waaqedee reports that Al óAbbaas ben óAbdu Al Muttaleb said: ñThe Messenger of Allaah 

Sallaa Allaahu óAlayhe Wa óAlaa Aalehe Wa Sallam clothed The House with a keswah made of 

silkò That took place during the Farewell Pilgrimage in the tenth year of the Hejrah.. 

 

Tubbaô, the king of Yaman was the first to cloth The House 

 

The first to cloth the Kaôbah with a cloth was the king of Yaman Sabaô Tubbaô Al Akbar. 

This is the story of how it happened. 

 

Ibnu Ishaq said: ñ(About seven hundred years before Islam as reported by Al Suhaylee -or one 

thousnd years as reported by others- the king of Yaman Tubbaô) Hassaan ben Tubbaan Asôad Abee 

Karebu was crowned King of Yaman.ò  

The kings od the world came di Sanôaa, the capital of Yaman, for his coronation and some of them 

did not come in person but sent envoys with credentaials, congratulatory letters and gifts. The king 

of India sent an envoy and beautiful gifts. King Hassaan was so impressend by these gifts that he 

asked the envoy if all these items are found in India. The envoy replied that some of them were 

from his country of India, but that most of them were from China. The gifts included precious 

stones, silk clothes, spices among other things. King Hassaan said: ñI will wage war againts 

China.ò He moved from Yaman with an army of over two hundred thousand soldiers, one hundred 

thirty thousand on horse back and one hundred and thriteen thousand men of foot soldiers.  
Tubbaô on his way to China went through Al Madeenah Al Munawwarah, and there he left a 

contingent of his soldiers commanded by his own son to keep the way secure for his return from 

China. 

Ibnu Ishaq says: ñIt was Tibbaan Asôad who went to Madina and took away to the Yaman two 

Jewish rabbis from thence. He adorned the sacred temple and covered it with cloth. His reign was 

before that of Rabeeôa ben Nasr. 

When he came from the east (Yaman) he had passed by Medina without harming its people; but he 

lefy behind there one of his sons who was treacherously slain.ò 

 

China becomes a colony of Yaman 

 

The king in his way to China he made camp in óIraaq and sent some of his army to China, 

commanded by one his men called Thaabet, who was killed in that battle. They could not defeat 

the chinese army. Then he himself led the army and went to China and defeated them. Hassaan 

took the wealth of China as booty of war back to Yaman. He left fifteen thousand men of the tribe 

of Hemyar in China to collect the wealth of China and sent it to him once a year to Yaman. China 

has become a colony of Yaman. 
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These fifteen thousand of Arab men have become multi millions today and a Chinese citizens. 

They do not look like the Han Chinese, but are different. 

Back from China king Hassaan stopped in óIraaq and there the news reached him that his son that 

he had left in Al Madeenah Al Munawwarah has been assassinated. He became enraged and 

moved to Al Madeenah Al Munawwarah with the intention to destroy it and its people. 

He made camp at Mount Uhud, and attacked the city. The people of Al Madeenah, Arabs and 

Jews, went into their forts and closed the gates. 

The only thing king Hassaan could do was to cut down and burn their palm date trees. 

Ibnu Ishaq says: ñThereupon he returned with the intention of destroying the town and 

exterminating its people and cutting down its palms. So this tribe of the Ansaar gathered together 

under the leadership of óAmr ben Talla the brother of Banee Al- Najjaar and one of Banee óAmr 

ben Mabdhool. 

Now a man of Banee óAdeyye ben Al Najjaar called Ahmar had fallen upon one of the followers 

of Tubbaô when he brought them to Madina and killed himm because he caught him among his 

palm cutting the date clusters; he struck him with his sickle and killed him, saying ñThe fruit 

belongs  to the man who cultivates it!ò 

This enraged the Tubbaô against them and fighting broke out. Indeed the Ansaar assert that they 

used to fight them by the day and treat them as guests by night (by giving them food). Tubbaô was 

amazed at this and used to say: ñBy God our people are generouse!ò 

Al Suhaylee reported that a woman of the tribe of Banee Zurayq of Al Madeenah Al Munawwarah 

used to bring water to Tubbaô from Be-ru Roomah ïlater in Islam bought by óUthmaan- to Uhud, 

after the ywo Raabis talked him out of attacking Al Madeenah Al Munawwarah. The name of this 

woman was Fukayhah. Tubbaô gave this woman a large amount of wealth that made her and her 

tribe the wealthiest residents of Al Madeenah Al Munawwarag until Islam came. 

Al Suhaylee reported from Aboo Hurayrah that the Prophet Sallaa Allaahu óAlayhe Wa óAlaa 

Aalehe Wa Sallam said: 

 

"".ϣϡЛЫЮϜ ϝЃЪ ев Ьмϒ йжϗТ ,рϽугϳЮϜ ϹЛЂϒ ϜнϡЃϦ ъ 
 

"Laa tasubboo Asôada Al Hemyareyya, fa ennahu awwalu man kasaa Al Kaôbah."  

The Hadeeth means:  

ñDo not insult Asôad Al Hemyaree for he was the first one to cloth the Kaôbah a keswah.ò 

The Prophet Sallaa Allaahe óAlayhe Wa óAlaa Aalehe Wa Sallam also said:

"La tasubboo Tubbaôan, fa ennahu kaana mu-menan."  
The Hadeeth means: 

Do not insult Tubbaô for he was a believer.ò 

Al Zarqaanee said: ñibnu Ishaq reported in his books Al Mubtada and Qesasu Al Anbeyaa-e that 

Tubbaô died in India and that between his death and the birth of Prophet Muhammad Sallaa 

Allaahu óAlayhe Wa óAlaa Aalehe Wa Sallam there were exactly one thousand years.ò 

 

While Tubbaô was occupied in this fighting there came (to him) two Jewish raabis (Al Suhaylee 

reported that their names were Suhayt and Munabbeh) from Banee Quraythah (offspring of 

Prophet Haroon, brother of Moosaa). 
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They had heared about the kingôs intention to destroy the town and its people and they said to him: 

ñO king, do not do it, for if you persist in your intention something will happen to prevent you 

carrying it out and we fear that you will incur speedy retribution.ò 

When the king asked  the reason for this they told him that Yathrib (ancient name of Al Madeenah 

Al Munawwarah) was the place  to which a prophet of the Quraysh would migrate in time to come, 

and it would be his home and resting-place.  

The name of the Rabbi that talked to Tubbaô, as reported by Al Suhaylee, was Balyaameen 

Seeing that these men had hidden knowledge the king took their words in good part and gave up 

his his design, departed from Madina and embraced the raabiôs religion. 

The tribe of the Ansaar claim that the Tubbaô was enraged only against this tribe of the Jews who 

were living among them and that it was only his intention to destroy them, but they protected them 

until he went his way.ò 

 

Tubbaô and the tribe of Huthayl 

 

Ibnu Ishaq says: ñNow the Tubbaô and his people were idolaters. He set out for Makkah which was 

on his way to the Yaman, and when he was between óUsfaan (about eighty kilometer north of 

Makkah Al Mukarramah on the way to Al Madeenah Al Munawwarah) and Amajj (about one 

hundred kilometers north of Makkah Al Mukarramah on the way to Al Madeenah Al 

Munawwarah) some men of Hutayl ben Mudrekah ben Ilyaas ben Mudar ben Nezaar ben Maôadd 

(ben óAdnaan) came to him saying: ñO king, may we not lead you to an ancient treasury which 

former kings have overlooked? It contains pearls, topaz, rubies, gold and silver.ò Certainlyò said 

he, and they added that it was a temple in Mecca which its people worshipped and where they 

prayed. But the real intention of the Huthaylees was his destruction, for they knew that any king 

that treated it with disrespect was sure to die.ò 

Hasanwali says: ñHuthayl is the tribe of our leader óAbdu Allaahe ben Masôood Al Huthalee, 

companion of prophet Muhammad Sallaa Allaahu óAlayhe Wa Sallam.ò 

 

Tubbaô and the two raabis 

 

Ibnu Ishaq says: ñHaving agreed to their proposal he sent to the two rabbis and asked their opinion. 

They told him that the sole object of the tribe was to destroy him and his army: ñWe know of no 

other temple in the land which God has chosen for Himselfò, said they, ñand if you do what they 

suggest you and all your men will perish.ò 

The king asked them what he should do when he got there, and they told him to do what the people 

of Mecca did: to circumambulate the temple, to venerate and honour it, to shave his head, and to 

behave with all humility until he had left its precincts.  

The king asked them why they too should not do likewise. They replied that it was indeed the 

temple of their father Abraham, but the idols which the inhabitants had set up round it, and the 

blood which they shed  there, presented an inseperable obstacle. They are unclean polytheist, said 

they-or words to that effect. 

 

The House and Tubbaô 

 

Recognizing the soundness and truth of their words the king summoned the men from Huthayl and 

cut off their hands and feet, and continued his journey to Mecca. He went round the Kaôbah, 
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sacrified, and shaved his head, staying there six days (so they say) sacrifiecing animals which he 

distributed to the people and giving them honey to drink. 

It was revealed to him in a dream that he should cover the temple, so he covered it  with woven 

palm branches (the Arabic word ñkhasafò means also ñvery rough clothes: Hasanwali); a later 

vision showed him that he must do better so he covered it with Yaman cloth. People say that the 

Tubbaô was the first man to cover the temple in this way. He ordered its Jurhamee guardians to 

keep it clean and not to allow blood, dead bodies, or menstrouse cloths to come near it, and he 

made a door and a key for it. 

In the original Arabic of Seeratu Ibnu Heshaam, ibnu Ishaaq says: ñhe saw in his dream that he 

was commanded to cloth The House, and he clothed it with  Al Khasaf ïwhich is a roght cloth-. 

Then, again while he was sleeping, he was told to cloth it with a better cloth than tha. He clothed 

The House with Al Maôaafer, which are Yamane made cloth. Then he was commanded, again 

while asleep, to do better than that. He clothed The House with silk clothes.ò 

 

Sooratu Al Burooj  Soorah #85 

 

Afterwards he set forth for the Yaman with his army and the two rabbis, and when he reached his 

own country he invited his people to adopt his new religion (Judaism: Hasanwali), but they refused 

untill the matter could be tested by the ordeal of fire which was there (This story is recorded in 

Suratu Al Burooj of the Holy Quraan: Hasanwali).ò End quotation 

End quotation. 

 

Tubbaô in The Quran 

 

King Tubba' is mentioned by name in the Quraan twice, and in both Aayah Allah, Most High says:

"The people of Tubba'"  (44:37), and "The people of Tubba'".  (50:14). 

Tubbaô is not a proper name but a title, for every king of Yaman would have that title, in a manner 

similar that every ruler of Egypt was called Farao and most head of states of today are called 

presidents. The king of Palestine used to be called Abaa Maalek, The kings of Persia Kesraa and 

the king of Rome Caesar.  

 

Aaseyah bentu Muzaahem 

 

Aaseyah bentu Muzaahem was the muslim wife of the Farao of prophet Moosaa, and his name was 

Al Musôab ben Al Waleed, and he was of the Arab tribe of Al óAmaaleqah, the same tribe of 

prophet Ibraaheem óAlayhessalaamu. 

Other narrations, reported by óAbdu Al Hameed Juudah Al Ssahhaar in his book ñMuhammadun 

Rusoolu Allaahe Sallaa Allaahu óAlayhe Wa óAlaa Aalehe Wa Sallamò and authenticated by the 

University of Al Azhar in Cairo, that the wife of Farao clothed The House with a silk cloth. The 

keswah was brought to Makkah and clothed to the Kaôbah by her brother. Her brotherôs name was 

Senhoot, and he and Aaseyah were the biological cousins of Farao. Senhoot is the believer of the 

family of Farao who was hiding his eemaan: to him was named a whole Soorah in The Quraan: 

Sooratu Al Muômen/Ghaafer. He died and is buried in Makkah. 
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Aaseyah lived during the lifetime of Prophet Moosaa óAlayhessalaamu, which was one thousand 

and two hundred years before óEesaa óAlaehessalaamu, who lived five hundred seventy one years 

before the birth of Prophet Muhammad Sallaa Allaahu óAlayhe Wa óAlaa Aalehe Wa Sallam: 

almost fourteen hundred years before Islam. 

 

The Keswah of Ummu Al óAbbaas 

 

Al Halabee Al Shaafeôee, who passed away on 1044 A.H. in his seerah book ñAl Sseraah Al 

Halabeyyahò, as well as others, report that: ñThe reason for the mother of his uncle Al óAbbaas 

Sallaa Allaahu óAlayhe Wa óAlaa Aalehe Wa Sallam to cloth The House with a keswah of silk is 

this:  ñAl óAbbaas was lost when he was a toddler and his mother made a vow that if she would 

find him she would give the Kaôbah a keswah. She found him and she gave the Kaôbah a keswah 

of silk. She was from a royal family.ò End quotation. 

 

 
The Keswah on the nineth day, the Day of óArafaat, before it is rolled down to cover  

all of The House. In this picture you see the keswah rolled up to the middle section of  

the Kaôbah and the white color of the other side of the cloth. Hasanwali 1432A.H./2011CE. 
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The House is clothed with the keswah on the tenth day, the Day of óEed Al Adhaa.

Al Hateemu or Hejru EsmaaôeelбуГϳЮϜ\Ͻϯϲ\ ЭуКϝгЂϖ\  
 

Mahmood Muhammad Hamw in his picture book of Makkah ñMakkah Al Mukarramah, history 

and milestonesò reports the following: 

It is the part of the Kaôbah which is in form  of a semicirle. It is (1.30m) high and (1.5m) wide. Its 

length from the wall of the Kaôbah to the wall of the Hijr is (8.5m). It is called the Hejr of Ismaôeel 

because Ibrahim (peace be upon him) built a curved shaft made from Araak tree to serve as a yard 

for Ismaôeel and his mother (peace be upon them).ò(Musannaf Abdur Razzaque vol. 5, pp. 98 and 

Akhbaaru Makkah by Al Azraqee vol. 1, pp. 65). 

It is said that it is not right to ascribe the Hijr to Ismaôeel (peace be upon him). It was only called 

Al-Hijr because when the Quraish rebuilt the Kaôbah the lawful money they could gather through 

mutual contribution was not enogh ro complete the construction of the House as it was during the 

time of Ibrahim Al-Khalil (peace be upon him). Consequently, theu had to reduce about (3m) from 

its actual size from the northern angle. Then they decided to build a short wall around it so that 

people can circumambulate the House from behind it. Following this incidence it became known 

as Al-Hijr. This is in accordance with with what is narrated about Aishah (May Alla be pleased 

with her) that she said: ñThe Apostole of Allah (May the blessings and peace of Allah be upon 

him) said: ñDear Aishah! Had your people not still fresh in Islam I would have ordered the 

House to be demolished so that I will rebuild it, affixing it with the ground and making a 

door for it from the east and another from the west, adding to it dhiraaô (cubits) from the 

Hijr because the Quraish reduced from it when they were reconstructing it.ò (Muslim 

Hadeeth no. (1333) vol. 2, pp. 969). 

This position is also called Al-Hatweem because when the House was raised it was just left as 

rubble. 

Among its virtues is that a prayer offered in it is like a prayer offered inside the Kaôbah. This is 

based on what is narrated of Aishah (May Allah be pleased with her) that she said: ñI used to like 

entering the Sacred House to offer prayer but the Messenger of Allah held my hand and put me in 

the Hijr and said: ñpray in this place if you wish to enter inside the Kaôbah because it is a 

portion of the House.ò (At-Tirmidhi Hadeeth no. (876), vol. 3, pp. 225). 

End quotation. 

 

Al Nnawawee and ibnu Hajar Al Haytamee in the book ñEedaahu sharhu manaaseke al hajjeò by 

Al Nnawawee and commented by Ibnu Hajar say: 

It was in the year 605 C.E.), left Al Hejru out of the House, and out of the construction of 

Ibraaheem, 'Alayhessalaamu, and a small wall was made around it. There is no consensus of how 

much of Al Hejru is part of the House. Many say that six cubits of Al Hejru are part of the House, 

and what is over that is not part of the House. This is confirmed by the Hadeeth of the Mother of 

the Believers, 'Aaeshah, may Allaah be pleased with her and her father, reported by Muslim, that 

the Messenger of Allah, Sallaa Allaahu 'Alayhe Wa óAlaa Aalehe Wa Sallam, said: 

 

".ϥуϡЮϜ ев ϽϯϳЮϜ ев ИϼϺϒ ϥЂ" 
 

 "Six cubits of the Al Hejre are of the House". Others say seven cubits of the Al Hejre are of the 

House.ò End quotation. 

Muslim also reported this narration of the same Hadeeth:

Which means: ñAl Hejru is part of the House.ò 

 

Dr. M.I.A. Al Ghani says: ñThe Hateem is that crescent-shaped area immediately adjacent to the 

Kaôbah. It is also called ñHijr Ismaôeelò because that was the place where Hadhrat Ibraheem 

óAlayhessalaamu constructed a shelter for Hadhrat Ismaôeel  óAlayhessalaamu and his mother. 

Whereas this area was outside the Kaôbah, three meters of the area are definetely part of the 

Kaôbah since it was separated from the Kaôbah during the construction of the Quraysh.ò End 

quotation.

lift Ibraheem who was standing on it when he was building the House, as soon as the walls he was 

building would get higher and higher; and that Allaah made the stone soft for Ibraaheem and his 

two feet went into it, as if it was clay. These feet print will be there until the Day of Resurrection.ò 

End quotation. 

The footprint is encased in a silver box. Its measurements are: thirty-five times thirty-five 

centimeters. One foot is ten centimeters deep and the other foot nine centimeters. The length of 

each foot is twenty-seven centimeters and the distance between the two fet is one centimeter. The 

prints of the feet are very clear (Daleel al Haajje al musawwar by Saaleh Muhammad Jamaal, page 

99). 

 

M.M. Hamw reports: 

ñIt is a stone from Al-Jannah (the paradise) which angel Jibreel the Trusted One brought to our 

master Ibrahim Al-Khalil (peace be upon him) to enable him stand on it to complete his 

construction of the holy Kaôbah. Its area is (40cmx40cm) with a hight of (50 cm). When Ibraheem 

(peace be upon him) stood on it his feet got immersed inside it with a depth of (10cm), a length of 

(22cm) and a width of (11cm). When he has completed the building he stood on it and made a call 

to the people to come for pilgrimage as Allah Most Purified had commanded him. 

The excellence of this station has been verified by the noble Qurôaan and the legal way (Sunnah) 

of Prophet Muhammad (May the blessings and peace of Allaah be on him) as follows:

Abdullah Bin Umar (May Allaah be pleased with both of them) reported saying: I heared the 

Messenger of Allah (May the blessings and peace of Allah be on him) saying: ñIndeed the 

Yemeni corner (The Black Stone) and the station of Ibraheem are two corondums (Jewels) 

from the corondums of Al-Jannah (Paradise) but Allah blotted  out their light. Had He not 

blotted out their light they would have illuminated the distance between the East and the 

West.ò (Al Tirmidhi Hadeeth no. (878) vol. 3, pp.226).

It is Aayah 125 of Sooratu Al Baqarah and its meaning is: 

ñRemember We made The House a place of assembly for men and a place of safety; and take 

you the station of Ibraaheem as a place of prayer; and We covenanted with Ibraaheem and 

Esmaaôeel that they should sanctify My House for those who compass it round (make 

tawaaf).ò(125). 

Dr. M.I.A. Al Ghani says: ñôAbdu Allaahe ben Al Zzubayr, may Allaah be pleased with both of 

them was the first to cement this area. Its width (the Mataaf) then was approximately 5m and since 

then it has been expanded from time to time. It was in the year 1375 A.H. that it was extended 

from 40m to 50m in a  circular shape.ò End quotation. 

Al Nnawawee says: 

ñIt is recommended to perform as many Tawaafs as possible, during the day and/or during the 

night, on the times that Salaat is Makrooh (Undesirable), and the Tawaaf is never undesirable at 

any given time. Likewise, in Makkah and in the rest of the Haram, voluntary Salaats are never 

undesirable, at any given time, contrary to the rest of the Masjeds of the world, and this is based on 

the Hadeeth reported from the Prophet, Sallaa Allaahu 'Alayhe Wa óAlaa Aalehe Wa Sallam, that 

means: "O children of 'Abdu Manaaf - The third grandfather of the Prophet, Sallaa Allaahu 

'Alayhe Wa óAlaa Aalehe Wa Sallam - do not forbid anyone to make Tawaaf around this 

House, and perform Salaat, at any hour of the day or of the night that he wants". Whoever 

performs Tawaaf that is nor part of the Hajj, should not make Ramle (very fast walk) around the 

Ka'bah, but walk at his normal pace, and must not wear his clothes in the ehraam fashion.ò End 

quotation.

As we saw earlier in this book, Haajar while she was on the Mountain of Marwah after seven runs, 

she heared some sound and said: ñSehenò meaning ñShut upò and ñI heard you.ò She came back to 

her son and found the Zamzam water gushing from the ground: Angel Jebreel hit his heel on the 

ground and the water sprung out of it. The wisdom of Jibreel hitting the ground with his heel and 

not with his wing is this: it means the water belongs and is for the offspring of this baby boy 

Esmaaôeel. In Arabic the heel is called óaqab. The offspring is also called óaqab. The most 

prominent of his offspring is Prophet Muhammad Sallaa Allaahu óAlayhe Wa óAlaa Aalehe Wa 

Sallam. 

 

Al Nnawawee says: 

 

ñIt is recommended to drink of the water of Zamzam, as much as one can. Muslim reported from 

Aboo Tharr, may Allaah be pleased with him, that the Prophet, Sallaa Allaahu 'Alayhe Wa óAlaa 

Aalehe Wa Sallam, said about the water of Zamzam (that which means):  

 

 ".бЧЂ ̭ϝУІм бЛА аϝЛА ϝлжϖ ,ϣЪϼϝϡв ϝлжϖ" 
 

"It is blessed, and it is food for the one who drinks it - fills him as food fills his belly-, and it is 

a healing for the sick".  
Jaaber, may Allah be pleased with him, reported that the Messenger of Allah, Sallaa Allaahu 

'Alayhe Wa óAlaa Aalehe Wa Sallam, said (that which means):

"The water of Zamzam (fulfills for)  what it is drank for" . Some scholars drank the water of 

Zamzam to achieve high objectives they wanted, and they achieved them. It is recommended for 

whoever is drinking the water of Zamzam to ask for forgiveness or healing from an illness, and the 

likes, that he faces the Qeblah and starts with the Name of Allah, Most High, then says: "O Allaah, 

it reached me that Your Messenger, Sallaa Allaahu 'Alayhe Wa óAlaa Aalehe Wa Sallam, said (that 

which means):

"The water of Zamzam is what it is drank for".  O Allaah, I drink it for You to forgive me, 

therefore, O Allah, forgive me." Or: "O Allah, I drink it to get healed from my illness, therefore, O 

Allah, heal me". And other invocations to this sense.  

While drinking, he should breath three times, and should fill his stomach with the water of 

Zamzam, as reported by Ibnu Maajah, that the Prophet, Sallaa Allaahu 'Alayhe Wa óAlaa Aalehe 

Wa Sallam, said (that which means):

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"A sign between us and the hypocrites is that they do not fill their stomach (up to their ribs) 

from the water of Zamzam". After each of these three times that he breathes, he should say 

Besme Allaahe before he resumes drinking again. He should pour the water of Zamzam on his 

head, and on his face, and on his chest. He should drink the Water sitting, but if he drinks standing 

is also all right. Looking at the water well (spring) of Zamzam is a worship, as Al Za'faraanee said, 

and it removes sins and burdens. One should look at the water well three times. Between the House 

and Zamzam there are 38 cubits (twenty-one meters). It was called Zamzam for the abundance of 

its water. It is also said because Haajar, 'Alayhaa Assalaamu, when the water gushed from the 

ground, constricted it to a pool protected by stones. It is, also, said because of the words of Jebreel. 

It is also called Hazmatu Jebreel for he hit the ground with his heel, and then water gushed out; see 

Tahtheebu Al Asmaae wa Al Lughaate by Imaam Al Nawawe 3/131). End quotation. 

 

Dr. A.I.A Al Ghani reports: ñNew research has revealed that water gushes from several springs 

around the well, delivering eleven to eighteen and half liters of water per second. This amounts to 

a minimum yield of six hundred sixty liters per minute (11x60) and thirty-nine thousand six 

hundred liters per hour (660x60). The mouth of one of these springs opens in the direction of Hajar 

Aswad. It is 75cm long and 30cm high and this spring delivers the most water.The mouth of 

another opens in front of the place where the Adhaan is called. This one is 70cm long and 30cm 

high. Besides these, there are several other smaller springs in the direction of Safa and Marwah.ò 

He also states: ñDespite extensive use, the water has not diminished and is still flowing after 

approximately five thousand years. It can well be stated that this is the oldest well on earth.ò 

End quotation. 

 

óAbdu Al Muttaleb digs the Zamzan waterwell 

  

The last Jurham ruler of Makkah óAmr ben Haareth ben Mudaad Al Jurhamee, while he was 

leaving Makkah Al Mukarramah after being militarily defeated by the tribes of Khuzaaôah and 

Kenaanah and going back to Yaman buried the Zamzam water well after tossing inside it two 

gazzellas of gold and swords and metallic body armours. That is how the location of the Zamzam 

well was lost for thousands of years, untill óAbdu Al Muttaleb, while asleep in the Hejru 

Esmaaôeel was commanded to dig it and was shown its location. 

Ibnu Ishaq reports: 

ñWhile óAbdu Al Muttaleb was sleeping in the sacred enclosure he had a vision in which he was 

ordered to dig Zamzam which is a depression between the two idols of Quraysh, Isaaf and Naa-

elah, at the slaughter-place of Quraysh. Jurhum had filled it in at the time they left Mecca. It is the 

well of Ishmael the son of Abraham where God gave him water when he was thirsty as a little 

child.ò 

He then says: ñWhile óAbdu Al Muttaleb was sleeping in the Hijr, he was ordered in a vision to dig 

Zamzam. óAli ben Abee Taaleb telling the story of Zamzam said: ñôAbdu Al Muttaleb said: ñI was 

sleeping in the Hijr when a supernatural visitant came and said: ñDig Teebah.ò I said: ñAnd what is 

Teebah?ò; then he left me. I went to bed again the next day and slept, and he came to me and said: 

ñDig Barrahò; when I asked what Barrah was he left me. The next day he came and said: ñDig Al 

Madnoonahò; when I asked what that was he went away again. The next day he came while I was 

sleeping and said: ñDig Zamzam.ò I said: ñWhat is Zamzam?ò he said:

When the exact spot had been indicated to him and he knew that it corresponded with the facts, he 

took a pick-axe and went with his son al-Haareth ïfor he had no other son at that time-and began 

to dig. When the top of the well appeared he cried ñAllaahu Akbar!ò Thus Quraysh knew that he 

had obtained his object and they came to him and said: ñThis is the well of our father Ishmael, and 

we have a right to it, so give us a share in it.ò I will notò, he answered, ñI was specially told of it 

and not you, and I was the one to be given it.ò They said: ñDo us justice, for we shall not leave you 

until we have got a judicial decision in the matter.ò He said: ñAppoint anyone you like as umpire 

between us.ò He agreed to accept a woman diviner of B. Saôd Hudhaym, who duelt in the uplands 

of Syria. So óAbdu Al Muttaleb, accompanied by some of his relations and a representative from 

all the tribes of Quraysh, rode away. They went through desolate country between the Hijaz and 

Syria until óAbdu Al Muttalebôs company ran out of water and they feared that they would die of 

thirst. They asked the Quraysh tribes to give them water, but they refused, on the ground that if 

they gave them their water they too would die of thirst. In his desperation óAbdu Al Muttaleb 

consulted his companions as to what should be done, but all they could do was to say that they 

would follow his instructions: so he said: ñI think that every man should dig a hole for himself 

with the strength that he has left so that whenever a man dies his companionscan thrust him into 

the hole and bury him until the last man, for it is better that one man should lie unburied than a 

whole company.ò 

 They accepted his advise and every man began to dig a hole for himself. Then they sat down until 

they should die of thirst. 

After a time óAbdu Al Muttaleb said to his companions: ñBy God, to abandon ourselves to death in 

this way and not to scout the country in search of water is sheer incompetence; perhaps God will 

give us water somewhere. To your saddles!ò So they got their best ready while the Quraysh 

watched them at work. 

óAbdu Al Muttaleb went to his beast and mounted her and when she got up from her knees a flow 

of fresh water broke out from beneth her feet.ò óAbdu Al Muttaleb and his companions, crying 

ñAllaahu Akbarò, dismounted and drank and filled their water-skins. Then they invited the 

Quraysh to come to the water which God had given them and to drink freely. After they had done 

so and filled their water-skins they said: ñBy God, the judgement has been given in your favour 

óAbdu Al Muttaleb. We will never dispute your claim to Zamzam. He Who has given you water in 

this wilderness is He Who has given you Zamzam. Return to your office of watering the pilgrims 

in peace.ò So they all went back without going to the diviner.ò 

This is the story which I heared from óAlee ben Aboo Taaleb about Zamzam and I have heard one 

report on óAbdu Al Muttalebôs authority that when he was ordered to dig Zamzam it was said to 

him: 

 

Then pray for much water as crystal clear 

To water Godôs pilgrims at the sites they revere 

As long as it lasts youôve nothing to fear. 
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On hearing these words he went to the Quraysh and said: ñYou know that I have been ordered to 

dig Zamzam for youò, and they asked: ñBut have you been told where it is?ò When he replied that 

he had not, they told him to go back to his bed where he had the vision and if it really came from 

God it would be made plain to him; but if it had come from a demon, he would not return to him. 

So óAbdu Al Muttaleb went back to his bed and slept and received the following message: 

 

Dig Zamzam, ótwill not to your hopes give lie, 

óTis yours from your father eternally. 

óTwill never fail or ever run dry, 

óTwill water the pilgtim company 

Like an ostrich flock a fraternity, 

Their voice God hears most graciously. 

A pact most sure from days gone by 

Nough like it canst thou descry, 

It lies ótwixt the dung and the flesh bloody. 

 

It is alleged rha when this was said to him and he inquired where Zamzam was, he was told that it 

was by the antsô nest where the raven will peck tomorrow, but God knows how true this is. The 

next day óAbdu Al Muttaleb with his son al-Haareth, who at that time was his only son, went and 

found the antsô nest and the raven pecking beside it between the two idols Esaaf and Naa-elah at 

which Quraysh used to slaughter their sacrifieces. He brought a pick-axe and began to dig where 

he had been commanded. Quraysh seeing him at work came up and refused to allow him to dig 

between their two idols where they sacrifieced. óAbdu Al Muttaleb then told his son to stand by 

and protect him while he dug for he was determined to carry out what he had been commanded to 

do. When they saw that he was not going to stop they left him severely alone. He had not dug 

deeplu before the stone top of the well appeared and he gave thanks to God knowing that he had 

been rightly informed. As digging went further, he found the two gazzelles of gold which Jurhum 

had buried there when they left Mecca. He also found some swords and coats of mail from Qaôa.ò 

End quotation.

Imaam Al Nnawawee saud: ñMakkah Al Mukarramah is the most superior land in the whole 

world. That means that deeds performed  in Makkah are rewarded higher than the same deeds 

made in other lands. 

Annasaa-e and others reported from 'Abdullaahi bin 'Adeyy bin Al Hamraa, may Allah be pleased 

with him, that he said that he heard the Prophet, Sallaa Allaahu 'Alayhe Wa óAlaa Aalehe Wa 

Sallam, standing on his mount at Makkah, saying to Makkah: 

 

 нЮм ,  пЮϖ  Ќϼϒ ϟϲϒм  Ќϼϒ ϽуϷЮ Щжϖ м"".ϥϮϽ϶ ϝв Щзв ϥϮϽ϶ϒ сжϒъ 
 

 which means: 

"By Allaah, you are the best (khayra) of the earth of Allaah, and the most beloved land of 

Allaah's earth to Allaah. If I was not expelled from you, I would not leave you". Al Tarmathe 

also reported the same Hadeeth. 

 

The Prophet, Sallaa Allaahu 'Alayhe Wa óalaa Aalehe Wa Sallam, was standing, in that moment, at 

the Minaret of the Masjed near Ajyaad, at the wheat market the market of Makkah as reported by 

Ahmad. The Prophet, Sallaa Allaahu 'Alayhe Wa óAlaa Aalehe Wa Sallam, said these words when 

he was getting out of Makkah, after 'Umratu al Qadaa (the Fulfilled Pilgrimage on the Month of 

Thul Hajjah 7H - February 629), because he, Sallaa Allaahu 'Alayhe Wa óAlaa Aalehe Wa Sallam, 

wanted to stay in Makkah to consummate his marriage with the Mother of the Believers 

Maymoonah, but Quraysh (who were still disbelievers at that time) rejected his request. 

 

 

Therefore, the Haajje, the visitor to Makkah, should make use and take advantage of the 

superiority of Makkah, while he is there, and after he finishes his Hajj. He should make as many 

'Umrah as he can, perform as many Tawaafs around the House as he can, for the Masjedu Al 

Haraam is the most superior Masjed on earth. The Salaat performed in the Masjedu Al Haraam is 

superior (in reward) to the Salaats performed in other Masjeds in the world. Al Bukharee and 

Muslim reported that Aboo Hurayrah, may Allaah be pleased with him, said: the Messenger of 

Allaah, Sallaa Allaahu 'Alayhe Wa óAlaa Aalehe Wa Sallam, said (that which means):

"A Salaat in my Masjed is better (Khayrun) than one thousand Salaats in any other Masjed, 

except for the Masjedu Al Haraame".  

Ahmad and others reported that the Prophet, Sallaa Allaahu 'Alayhe Wa óAlaa Aalehe Wa Sallam, 

said, (what means): "A Salaat in this Masjed of mine is superior to one thousand Salaats in 

other Masjeds, except the Masjedu Al Haraame, and a Salaat in Al Masjedu Al Haraame is 

superior than one hundred Salaats in this one".  
In another Hadeeth: "The superiority of a Salaat in Al Masjedu Al Haraame is of one hundred 

thousand Salaats, and in my Masjed one thousand Salaats, and in the Masjedu Al Aqsaa (in 

Jerusalem) of five hundred Salaats". 
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Ibnu Hajar Al Haytamee says: ñThis is a gem: the rewards for one single Salaat performed in 

congregation in the Masjedu Al Haraamu are more than the the rewards for a person who performs 

Salaats, individually in his country for a time equal to the double of the whole lifetime of Prophet 

of Allah Nooh, (over two thousand years: calculate how many Salaats a Muslim can perform in 

about two thousand years, and then calculate the rewards for these Salaats. 

Likewise, the rewards for all other good deeds performed in the Masjedu Al Haraamu, are 

increased one hundred thousand times. The rewards for a day fasted in the Masjedu Al Haraamu 

are superior to one hundred thousand days fasted in other lands. The rewards for the Quran read in 

the Masjedu Al Haraamu, a charity given in the Masjedu Al Haraamu, are superior to one hundred 

thousand readings in other places, and one hundred thousand charities given in other places. Others 

say: this superiority is for the whole Haram of Makkah, and not only for the Masjedu Al Haraamu. 

Al Haakem reported that the Prophet, Sallaa Allaahu 'Alayhe Wa óAlaa Aalehe Wa Sallam, said: 

"And the good deeds of al Haram are rewarded with one hundred thousand good deeds". 

 

 

Whoever sits in the Masjedu Al Haraame, should face the House, and get close to it, and look at it, 

believing in it and hoping to be rewarded for this deed, because looking at the House is a worship. 

Hasan Al Basree, in his Resaalah, reports from the Prophet, Sallaa Allaahu 'Alayhe Wasallam, that 

he said, (that which means): "Whoever looks at the Ka'bah, believing in it and wanting to be 

rewarded for that, Allah forgives him his past and future sins, and is resurrected, on the Day 

of Resurrection, together with the Aameneena (Those who have been granted security)"  

(Imaam Ibnu Hajar reports quite a number of Hadeeths on this issue). 

 

Untill the year seventeen Anno Hejrah, corresponding to sixhundred thirty eight CE the Masjedu 

Al Haraamu had no walls surrounding it. The Masjed was surrounded by peopleôs houses like a 

ring and these houses were its walls. The streets and the alleys between these houses were the 

gates to the Masjed: each of these gates was named to the owner of that house next to it, or the 

most prominent person usually entering from that door. That is why there were ñThe door of 

óAleeò, ñThe Door of Al óAbbaasò, ñThe door of Belaalò, etc. These door kept these names untill 

recently and untill the first years of the year two thousand CE. 

Then in the year seventeen Hejrah, corresponding sixhundred thirty eight CE Ameeru Al 

Muômeneena óUmar ben Al Khattaab may Allaah be pleased with him bought the houses around 

The House, demolished them and expanded the Masjedu Al Haraamu and built a wall around it, 

the first wall ever, and spread pebbles on its floor. 

Some of the owners of these houses resisted selling their houses and óUmar said to them: ñEvery 

house has a front yard and you built your houses in the front yard of the Kaôbah. The Kaôbah did 

not come to you, but you came to the Kaôbah. Therefore you should vacate the front yard of the 

Kaôbah.ò 

 

M.M.Hamw says: ñThe area occupied by the Sacred Mosque during the era of the Prophet Sallaa 

Allaahu óAlayhe Wa óAlaa Aalehe Wa sallam is estimated between 1490 square meters and 2000 

square meters.ò 

He also says: ñThe area covered by his (ôUmar ben Al Khattaab) expansion is estimated 860 

square meters approximately. This was the first expansion made in the Sacred Mosque.ò End 

quotation. 
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Places where invocations are answered 

 

Al Imaamu Al Nnawawee says: 

While he is making tawaaf, he invokes for what else he wants, for his Religion and his world, for 

himself and for Muslims in general. If one makes the invocations and a group says Aameen, is 

good. Al Hasan al Basree, may Allah be pleased with him, in his famous Resaalah to the people of 

Makkah, says: "invocations are recommended in fifteen placesò: 

1. During the Tawaaf. 

2. At Al Multazam. 

3. Under Al Meezaab (The garret of the House) 

4. Inside the House. 

5. At the Water well of Zamzam. 

6. On Jabalu Al Saffaa (Mount Saffaa) 

7. On Jabalu Al Marwata (Mount Marwata) 

8. During Al Sa'ye 

9. Behind Maqaamu Ibraaheema. 

10. In 'Arafaat. 

11. In Muzdalefah. 

12. in Menaa.  

13. During the stoning of the First Jamrah. 

14. During the stoning of the Middle Jamrah. 

15. During the stoning of the Jamratu Al 'Aqabah.
